7. CHAIR'S REPORT

Chair Conroy made the following remarks:

This morning we had a chance to thank Rula for 25 years of service including her wonderful 
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work with our Division of Transportation.  Last week, I took advantage of the break in the 
weather to have a “Coffee with the Chair” and express our appreciation to our Du-DOT plow 
drivers and the team over at the 140 building.  Thanks to Mike Figuray, our Manager of Highway 
Operations, Heavy Equipment Crew Leaders Bob Nickrand and Jason Gunther, Heavy 
Equipment Operator Antonio Solis and Assistant Manager Dave Kayler. We stayed in “Park”, 
but Jason gave me a chance to see firsthand what it’s like to drive one of our plows. And Mike 
shared an update on where we stand now with winter operations: 

· DuPage’s Division or Transportation maintains 1054 plowable lane miles of highway -that is 
longer than the distance from Chicago to Denver.

· We have used about 13-thousand tons of salt and 18-thousand gallons of liquid de-icing 
materials so far this season.  

· We have averaged 19.1 inches of snow over the last 3 years. 

· This season, as you might expect, we’re ahead of average with 27 inches of snow to date.   

Thanks to Mike and the team for the excellent tour and for all they do to keep DuPage roads safe 
and drivable.

Finally, today, I am thrilled to share our plans to celebrate our nation’s 250th anniversary, or 
semiquincentennial. Allow me to thank our partners who will join us in a community-wide 
celebration of the people, places, and stories that make DuPage County a vibrant part of the 
American experience.  

· We will kick things off in early March with “Snapshots of DuPage: Honoring 250 Years of 
America,” a countywide photo contest.  

· In June, our DuPage Mayors and Managers have agreed to join us here at the County when we 
contribute to a time capsule this summer. Our mayors and village presidents will join us as we 
add our items and bury the capsule on our Wheaton campus for our descendants to open in the 
future.

· We are also partnering with Choose DuPage and the Historical Museum to promote historical 
exhibits and their oral history project,

· And I’m working with PowerForward DuPage to put together a youth mural project.  

Thanks to our partners as we bring our communities together for this national celebration. We’ll 
share details on these projects in today’s news release.

REAPPOINTMENT OF MICHAEL L. CHILDRESS TO THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
 THE DU PAGE COUNTY HISTORICAL MUSEUM FOUNDATION

WHEREAS, Resolution GE-0002-04, dated March 23, 2004, established a governing board of the
DuPage County Historical Museum (“Museum”) and outlined the duties to be performed by said Board, which
was referred to as the DuPage County Historical Museum Advisory Board (“Advisory Board”); and

WHEREAS, Resolution CB-0026-04, dated April 13, 2004 made initial appointments to said Advisory
Board, and subsequent resolutions, adopted by the County Board from time to time, added to and modified the
membership of said Advisory Board; and

WHEREAS, said Advisory Board created the DuPage County Historical Museum Foundation
(“Foundation”) and assumed the role of the Board of Directors for the Association; and

WHEREAS, Resolution DC-0002-08, dated June 24, 2008, adopted an agreement between DuPage
County (“County”) and the Wheaton Park District (“Park District”) whereby the Park District assumed the
operation of the Museum to employ its expertise in operating recreational and educational facilities to present
the history and culture of DuPage County; and

WHEREAS, said agreement between the County and the Park District recognized the Foundation Board
of Directors as the advisory and fundraising board of the Museum and established that the County and the Park
District shall each appoint fifty percent (50%) of the Directors of the Foundation, the total number being in
accordance with Foundation Bylaws, and in accordance with Foundation Bylaws, the Board of Directors may
elect one additional Director; and

WHEREAS, on July 9, 2014, the DuPage County Historical Museum Foundation Board of Directors
authorized an expansion of its board from seven (7) to as many as thirteen (13) members pursuant to the
Bylaws of the Foundation; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the agreement between the County and the Park District, Deborah A.
Conroy, Chair of the DuPage County Board, has submitted to the DuPage County Board her appointment of
Michael L. Childress to serve as a member of the Foundation Board of Directors, term expiring April 30th,
2030; and

WHEREAS, the Bylaws of the DuPage County Historical Museum Foundation require the Board of
Directors to stagger member terms and report the subsequent terms to the County Board Office; and

WHEREAS, such appointments require the advice and consent of the County Board.

Act of 1990 (as amended) (42 USC 12101 et seq.); and the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 USC 6101 et 
seq.). 

 
(q) Internal Revenue Code and Illinois Income Tax Act. Grantee certifies that it complies 

with all provisions of the federal Internal Revenue Code (26 USC 1), the Illinois Income Tax Act (35 ILCS 5), 
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and all regulations and rules promulgated thereunder, including withholding provisions and timely 
deposits of employee taxes and unemployment insurance taxes. 

 
 

ARTICLE IV 
PAYMENT REQUIREMENTS 

 
4.1. Availability of Appropriation; Sufficiency of Funds. This Agreement is contingent upon and 

subject to the availability of sufficient funds. Grantor may terminate or suspend this Agreement, in whole or in 
part, without penalty or further payment being required, if (i) sufficient funds for this Agreement have not been 
appropriated or otherwise made available to Grantor by the State or the federal funding source, (ii) the Governor 
or Grantor reserves funds, or (iii) the Governor or Grantor determines that funds will not or may not be available 
for payment. Grantor must provide notice, in writing, to Grantee of any such funding failure and its election to 
terminate or suspend this Agreement as soon as practicable. Any suspension or termination pursuant to this 
Paragraph will be effective upon the date of the written notice unless otherwise indicated. 

4.2. Pre-Award Costs.  Pre-award costs are not permitted unless specifically authorized by Grantor in 
Exhibit A, PART TWO or PART THREE of this Agreement.  If they are authorized, pre-award costs must be charged 
to the initial Budget Period of the Award, unless otherwise specified by Grantor. 2 CFR 200.458. 

 
4.3. Return of Grant Funds. Grantee must liquidate all Obligations incurred under the Award within 

forty-five (45) days of the end of the Period of Performance, or in the case of capital improvement Awards, within 
forty-five (45) days of the  end of the time period the Grant Funds are available for expenditure or obligation, 
unless Grantor permits a longer period in PART TWO OR PART THREE.  Grantee must return to Grantor within 
forty-five (45) days of the end of the applicable time period as set forth in this Paragraph all remaining Grant Funds 
that are not expended or legally obligated. 

 
4.4. Cash Management Improvement Act of 1990. Unless notified otherwise in PART TWO or PART 

THREE, Grantee must manage federal funds received under this Agreement in accordance with the Cash 
Management Improvement Act of 1990 (31 USC 6501 et seq.) and any other applicable federal laws or regulations.  
2 CFR 200.305; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.120. 

 
4.5. Payments to Third Parties. Grantor will have no liability to Grantee when Grantor acts in good 

faith to redirect all or a portion of any Grantee payment to a third party. Grantor will be deemed to have acted in 
good faith when it is in possession of information that indicates Grantee authorized Grantor to intercept or 
redirect payments to a third party or when so ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction. 

 
4.6. Modifications to Estimated Amount. If the Agreement amount is established on an estimated 

basis, then it may be increased by mutual agreement at any time during the Term. Grantor may decrease the 
estimated amount of this Agreement at any time during the Term if (i) Grantor believes Grantee will not use the 
funds during the Term, (ii) Grantor believes Grantee has used Grant Funds in a manner that was not authorized by 
this Agreement, (iii) sufficient funds for this Agreement have not been appropriated or otherwise made available 
to Grantor by the State or the federal funding source, (iv) the Governor or Grantor reserves funds, or (v) the 
Governor or Grantor determines that funds will or may not be available for payment. Grantee will be notified, in 
writing, of any adjustment of the estimated amount of this Agreement.  In the event of such reduction, services 
provided by Grantee under Exhibit A may be reduced accordingly.  Grantor must pay Grantee for work 
satisfactorily performed prior to the date of the notice regarding adjustment. 2 CFR 200.308. 

 
4.7. Interest. 
 

(a)  All interest earned on Grant Funds held by a Grantee or a subrecipient will be treated in 
accordance with 2 CFR 200.305(b)(12), unless otherwise provided in PART TWO or PART THREE.  Grantee 
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and its subrecipients must remit annually any amount due in accordance with 2 CFR 200.305(b)(12) or to 
Grantor, as applicable.  

 
(b) Grant Funds must be placed in an insured account, whenever possible, that bears 

interest, unless exempted under 2 CFR 200.305(b)(10), (b)(11).  
 
4.8. Timely Billing Required. Grantee must submit any payment request to Grantor within fifteen (15) 

days of the end of the quarter, unless another billing schedule is specified in ARTICLE II, PART TWO, or PART 
THREE.  Failure to submit such payment request timely will render the amounts billed Unallowable Costs which 
Grantor cannot reimburse. In the event that Grantee is unable, for good cause, to submit its payment request 
timely, Grantee shall timely notify Grantor and may request an extension of time to submit the payment request. 
Grantor’s approval of Grantee’s request for an extension shall not be unreasonably withheld.   

 
4.9. Certification. Pursuant to 2 CFR 200.415, each invoice and report submitted by Grantee (or 

subrecipient) must contain the following certification by an official authorized to legally bind Grantee (or 
subrecipient): 

 
By signing this report [or payment request or both], I certify to the best of my 
knowledge and belief that the report [or payment request] is true, complete, 
and accurate; that the expenditures, disbursements and cash receipts are for 
the purposes and objectives set forth in the terms and conditions of the State 
or federal pass-through award; and that supporting documentation has been 
submitted as required by the grant agreement. I acknowledge that approval for 
any other expenditure described herein is considered conditional subject to 
further review and verification in accordance with the monitoring and records 
retention provisions of the grant agreement. I am aware that any false, 
fictitious, or fraudulent information, or the omission of any material fact, may 
subject me to criminal, civil or administrative penalties for fraud, false 
statements, false claims or otherwise (U.S. Code Title 18, Sections 2, 1001, 
1343 and Title 31, Sections 3729-3730 and 3801-3812; 30 ILCS 708/120). 

 
 

ARTICLE V 
SCOPE OF AWARD ACTIVITIES/PURPOSE OF AWARD 

 
5.1. Scope of Award Activities/Purpose of Award. Grantee must perform as described in this 

Agreement, including as described in Exhibit A (Project Description), Exhibit B (Deliverables or Milestones), and 
Exhibit D (Performance Measures and Standards), as applicable. Grantee must further comply with all terms and 
conditions set forth in the Notice of State Award (44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.360) which  is incorporated herein by 
reference.  All Grantor-specific provisions and programmatic reporting required under this Agreement are 
described in PART TWO (Grantor-Specific Terms).  All Project-specific provisions and reporting required under this 
Agreement are described in PART THREE (Project-Specific Terms). 

 
5.2. Scope Revisions.  Grantee must obtain Prior Approval from Grantor whenever a scope revision is 

necessary for one or more of the reasons enumerated in 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.370(b)(2).  All requests for scope 
revisions that require Grantor approval must be signed by Grantee’s authorized representative and submitted to 
Grantor for approval.  Expenditure of funds under a requested revision is prohibited and will not be reimbursed if 
expended before Grantor gives written approval.  2 CFR 200.308.  

 
5.3. Specific Conditions. If applicable, specific conditions required after a risk assessment are included 

in Exhibit E.  Grantee must adhere to the specific conditions listed therein. 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.340(e). 

ARTICLE VI 
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BUDGET
 

6.1. Budget. The Budget submitted by Grantee at application, or a revised Budget subsequently 
submitted and approved by Grantor, is considered final and is incorporated herein by reference.   

 
6.2. Budget Revisions. Grantee must obtain Prior Approval, whether mandated or discretionary, from 

Grantor whenever a Budget revision is necessary for one or more of the reasons enumerated in 44 Ill. Admin. Code 
7000.370(b). All requests for Budget revisions that require Grantor approval must be signed by Grantee’s 
authorized representative and submitted to Grantor for approval.  Expenditure of funds under a requested revision 
is prohibited and will not be reimbursed if expended before Grantor gives written approval.  

 
6.3. Notification. Within thirty (30) calendar days from the date of receipt of the request for Budget 

revisions, Grantor will review the request and notify Grantee whether the Budget revision has been approved, 
denied, or the date upon which a decision will be reached.  44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.370(b)(7). 

ARTICLE VII 
ALLOWABLE COSTS 

 
7.1. Allowability of Costs; Cost Allocation Methods. The allowability of costs and cost allocation 

methods for work performed under this Agreement will be determined in accordance with 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart 
E and Appendices III, IV, V, and VII.   

 
7.2. Indirect Cost Rate Submission.   
 

(a) All grantees, except for Local Education Agencies (as defined in 34 CFR 77.1), must make 
an Indirect Cost Rate election in the Grantee Portal, even grantees that do not charge or expect to charge 
Indirect Costs.  44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.420(e).  

 
(i) Waived and de minimis Indirect Cost Rate elections will remain in effect until 

Grantee elects a different option. 
 
(b) Grantee must submit an Indirect Cost Rate Proposal in accordance with federal and 

State regulations, in a format prescribed by Grantor.  For grantees who have never negotiated an Indirect 
Cost Rate before, the Indirect Cost Rate Proposal must be submitted for approval no later than three 
months after the effective date of the Award.  For grantees who have previously negotiated an Indirect 
Cost Rate, the Indirect Cost Rate Proposal must be submitted for approval within 180 days of Grantee’s 
fiscal year end, as dictated in the applicable appendices, such as:  

(i) Appendix VII to 2 CFR Part 200 governs Indirect Cost Rate Proposals for state 
and Local Governments and Indian Tribes, 

(ii) Appendix III to 2 CFR Part 200 governs Indirect Cost Rate Proposals for public 
and private institutions of higher education, 

(iii) Appendix IV to 2 CFR Part 200 governs Indirect (F&A) Costs Identification and 
Assignment, and Rate Determination for Nonprofit Organizations, and  

(iv) Appendix V to 2 CFR Part 200 governs state/Local Government-wide Central 
Service Cost Allocation Plans. 
 
(c) A grantee who has a current, applicable rate negotiated by a cognizant federal agency 

must provide to Grantor a copy of its Indirect Cost Rate acceptance letter from the federal government 
and a copy of all documentation regarding the allocation methodology for costs used to negotiate that 
rate, e.g., without limitation, the cost policy statement or disclosure narrative statement.  Grantor will 
accept that Indirect Cost Rate, up to any statutory, rule-based or programmatic limit. 
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(d) A grantee who does not have a current negotiated rate, may elect to charge a de 
minimis rate up to 15 percent of modified total direct costs, which may be used indefinitely. No 
documentation is required to justify the de minimis Indirect Cost Rate. 2 CFR 200.414(f). 
 
7.3. Transfer of Costs. Cost transfers between Grants, whether as a means to compensate for cost 

overruns or for other reasons, are unallowable.  2 CFR 200.451. 

7.4. Commercial Organization Cost Principles. The federal cost principles and procedures for cost 
analysis and the determination, negotiation and allowance of costs that apply to commercial organizations are set 
forth in 48 CFR Part 31. 

 
7.5. Financial Management Standards. The financial management systems of Grantee must meet the 

following standards: 
 

(a) Accounting System. Grantee organizations must have an accounting system that 
provides accurate, current, and complete disclosure of all financial transactions related to each state- and 
federally-funded Program. Accounting records must contain information pertaining to State and federal 
pass-through awards, authorizations, Obligations, unobligated balances, assets, outlays, and income. 
These records must be maintained on a current basis and balanced at least quarterly. Cash contributions 
to the Program from third parties must be accounted for in the general ledger with other Grant Funds. 
Third party in-kind (non-cash) contributions are not required to be recorded in the general ledger, but 
must be under accounting control, possibly through the use of a memorandum ledger.  To comply with 2 
CFR 200.305(b)(9) and 30 ILCS 708/97, Grantee must use reasonable efforts to ensure that funding 
streams are delineated within Grantee’s accounting system.  2 CFR 200.302. 

 
(b) Source Documentation. Accounting records must be supported by such source 

documentation as canceled checks, bank statements, invoices, paid bills, donor letters, time and 
attendance records, activity reports, travel reports, contractual and consultant agreements, and 
subaward documentation. All supporting documentation must be clearly identified with the Award and 
general ledger accounts which are to be charged or credited. 

(i) The documentation standards for salary charges to Grants are prescribed by 2 
CFR 200.430, and in the cost principles applicable to the Grantee’s organization. 

(ii) If records do not meet the standards in 2 CFR 200.430, then Grantor may notify 
Grantee in PART TWO, PART THREE or Exhibit E of the requirement to submit personnel activity 
reports.  2 CFR 200.430(g)(8).  Personnel activity reports must account on an after-the-fact basis 
for one hundred percent (100%) of the employee's actual time, separately indicating the time 
spent on the Award, other grants or projects, vacation or sick leave, and administrative time, if 
applicable. The reports must be signed by the employee, approved by the appropriate official, 
and coincide with a pay period. These time records must be used to record the distribution of 
salary costs to the appropriate accounts no less frequently than quarterly. 

(iii) Formal agreements with independent contractors, such as consultants, must 
include a description of the services to be performed, the period of performance, the fee and 
method of payment, an itemization of travel and other costs which are chargeable to the 
agreement, and the signatures of both the contractor and an appropriate official of Grantee. 

(iv) If third party in-kind (non-cash) contributions are used for Award purposes, the 
valuation of these contributions must be supported with adequate documentation. 
 
(c) Internal Control. Grantee must maintain effective control and accountability for all cash, 

real and personal property, and other assets. Grantee must adequately safeguard all such property and 
must provide assurance that it is used solely for authorized purposes. Grantee must also have systems in 
place that provide reasonable assurance that the information is accurate, allowable, and compliant with 
the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  2 CFR 200.303. 
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(d) Budget Control. Grantee must maintain records of expenditures for each Award by the 
cost categories of the approved Budget (including Indirect Costs that are charged to the Award), and 
actual expenditures are to be compared with budgeted amounts at least quarterly. 

 
(e) Cash Management. Requests for advance payment must be limited to Grantee's 

immediate cash needs. Grantee must have written procedures to minimize the time elapsing between the 
receipt and the disbursement of Grant Funds to avoid having excess funds on hand. 2 CFR 200.305. 
 
7.6. Profits. It is not permitted for any person or entity to earn a Profit from an Award. See, e.g., 2 

CFR 200.400(g); see also 30 ILCS 708/60(a)(7). 
 
7.7. Management of Program Income.  Grantee is encouraged to earn income to defray Program 

Costs where appropriate, subject to 2 CFR 200.307. 

ARTICLE VIII
LOBBYING 

 
8.1. Improper Influence. Grantee certifies that it will not use and has not used Grant Funds to 

influence or attempt to influence an officer or employee of any government agency or a member or employee of 
the State or federal legislature in connection with the awarding of any agreement, the making of any grant, the 
making of any loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, or the extension, continuation, renewal, 
amendment or modification of any agreement, grant, loan or cooperative agreement.  Additionally, Grantee 
certifies that it has filed the required certification under the Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment (31 USC 1352), if 
applicable. 

 
8.2. Federal Form LLL. If any federal funds, other than federally-appropriated funds, were paid or will 

be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence any of the above persons in connection with this 
Agreement, the undersigned must also complete and submit Federal Form LLL, Disclosure of Lobbying Activities 
Form, in accordance with its instructions. 

 
8.3. Lobbying Costs. Grantee certifies that it is in compliance with the restrictions on lobbying set 

forth in 2 CFR 200.450. For any Indirect Costs associated with this Agreement, total lobbying costs must be 
separately identified in the Program Budget, and thereafter treated as other Unallowable Costs. 

 
8.4. Procurement Lobbying. Grantee warrants and certifies that it and, to the best of its knowledge, 

its subrecipients have complied and will comply with Illinois Executive Order No. 1 (2007) (EO 1-2007). EO 1-2007 
generally prohibits grantees and subcontractors from hiring the then-serving Governor’s family members to lobby 
procurement activities of the State, or any other unit of government in Illinois including local governments, if that 
procurement may result in a contract valued at over $25,000. This prohibition also applies to hiring for that same 
purpose any former State employee who had procurement authority at any time during the one-year period 
preceding the procurement lobbying activity. 

 
8.5. Subawards. Grantee must include the language of this ARTICLE in the award documents for any 

subawards made pursuant to this Award at all tiers. All subrecipients are also subject to certification and 
disclosure.  Pursuant to Appendix II(I) to 2 CFR Part 200, Grantee must forward all disclosures by contractors 
regarding this certification to Grantor.   

 
8.6. Certification. This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was 

placed to enter into this transaction and is a prerequisite for this transaction, pursuant to 31 USC 1352. Any person 
who fails to file the required certifications will be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000, and not more 
than $100,000, for each such failure. 
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ARTICLE IX 
MAINTENANCE AND ACCESSIBILITY OF RECORDS; MONITORING 

 
9.1. Records Retention. Grantee must maintain for three (3) years from the date of submission of the 

final expenditure report, adequate books, all financial records and, supporting documents, statistical records, and 
all other records pertinent to this Award, adequate to comply with 2 CFR 200.334, unless a different retention 
period is specified in 2 CFR 200.334,  44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.430(a) and (b) or PART TWO or PART THREE.  If any 
litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the retention period, the records must be retained until 
all litigation, claims or audit exceptions involving the records have been resolved and final action taken.  

 
9.2. Accessibility of Records. Grantee, in compliance with 2 CFR 200.337 and 44 Ill. Admin. Code 

7000.430(f), must make books, records, related papers, supporting documentation and personnel relevant to this 
Agreement available to authorized Grantor representatives, the Illinois Auditor General, Illinois Attorney General, 
any Executive Inspector General, Grantor’s Inspector General, federal authorities, any person identified in 2 CFR 
200.337, and any other person as may be authorized by Grantor (including auditors), by the State of Illinois or by 
federal statute.  Grantee must cooperate fully in any such audit or inquiry.   

 
9.3. Failure to Maintain Books and Records. Failure to maintain adequate books, records and 

supporting documentation, as described in this ARTICLE, will result in the disallowance of costs for which there is 
insufficient supporting documentation and also establishes a presumption in favor of the State for the recovery of 
any Grant Funds paid by the State under this Agreement for which adequate books, records and supporting 
documentation are not available to support disbursement. 

 
9.4. Monitoring and Access to Information. Grantee must monitor its activities to assure compliance 

with applicable state and federal requirements and to assure its performance expectations are being achieved.  
Grantor will monitor the activities of Grantee to assure compliance with all requirements, including applicable 
programmatic rules, regulations, and guidelines that the Grantor promulgates or implements, and performance 
expectations of the Award.  Grantee must timely submit all financial and performance reports, and must supply, 
upon Grantor’s request, documents and information relevant to the Award.  Grantor may make site visits as 
warranted by Program needs.   2 CFR 200.329; 200.332.  Additional monitoring requirements may be in PART TWO 
or PART THREE. 

ARTICLE X 
FINANCIAL REPORTING REQUIREMENTS 

 
10.1. Required Periodic Financial Reports. Grantee must submit financial reports as requested and in 

the format required by Grantor no later than the dues date(s) specified in PART TWO or PART THREE. Grantee 
must submit reports to Grantor describing the expenditure(s) of the funds related thereto at the intervals specified 
by Grantor, which must be no less frequent than annually and no more frequent than quarterly, unless otherwise 
specified in either PART TWO or PART THREE (approved as an exception by GATU) or on Exhibit E pursuant to 
specific conditions.  2 CFR 200.328(b).  Any report required by 30 ILCS 708/125 may be detailed in PART TWO or 
PART THREE. 

 
10.2. Financial Close-out Report.  
 

(a) Grantee must submit a financial Close-out Report, in the format required by Grantor, by 
the due date specified in PART TWO or PART THREE, which must be no later than sixty (60) calendar days 
following the end of the Period of Performance for this Agreement or Agreement termination.  The 
format of this financial Close-out Report must follow a format prescribed by Grantor. 2 CFR 200.344; 44 
Ill. Admin. Code 7000.440(b).   
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(b) If an audit or review of Grantee occurs and results in adjustments after Grantee submits 
a Close-out Report, Grantee must submit a new financial Close-out Report based on audit adjustments, 
and immediately submit a refund to Grantor, if applicable.  2 CFR 200.345; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.450. 
 
10.3. Effect of Failure to Comply. Failure to comply with the reporting requirements in this Agreement 

may cause a delay or suspension of funding or require the return of improper payments or Unallowable Costs, and 
will be considered a material breach of this Agreement.  Grantee's failure to comply with ARTICLE X, ARTICLE XI, or 
ARTICLE XVII will be considered prima facie evidence of a breach and may be admitted as such, without further 
proof, into evidence in an administrative proceeding before Grantor, or in any other legal proceeding.  Grantee 
should refer to the State Grantee Compliance Enforcement System for policy and consequences for failure to 
comply.  44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.80. 

ARTICLE XI 
PERFORMANCE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS 

11.1. Required Periodic Performance Reports. Grantee must submit performance reports as requested 
and in the format required by Grantor no later than the due date(s) specified in PART TWO or PART THREE. 44 Ill. 
Admin. Code 7000.410. Grantee must report to Grantor on the performance measures listed in Exhibit D, PART 
TWO or PART THREE at the intervals specified by Grantor, which must be no less frequent than annually and no 
more frequent than quarterly, unless otherwise specified in either PART TWO or PART THREE (approved as an 
exception by GATU), or on Exhibit E pursuant to specific conditions.  For certain construction-related Awards, such 
reports may be exempted as identified in PART TWO or PART THREE.  2 CFR 200.329.   

 
11.2. Performance Close-out Report. Grantee must submit a performance Close-out Report, in the 

format required by Grantor by the due date specified in PART TWO or PART THREE, which must be no later than 
60 calendar days following the end of the Period of Performance or Agreement termination.  2 CFR 200.344; 44 Ill. 
Admin. Code 7000.440(b). 

 
11.3. Content of Performance Reports. Pursuant to 2 CFR 200.329(b) and (c), all performance reports 

must relate the financial data and project or program accomplishments to the performance goals and objectives of 
this Award and also include the following: a comparison of actual accomplishments to the objectives of the Award 
established for the reporting period (for example, comparing costs to units of accomplishment); computation of 
the cost and demonstration of cost effective practices (e.g., through unit cost data); performance trend data and 
analysis if required; the reasons why established goals were not met, if appropriate; and additional information, 
analysis, and explanation of any cost overruns or higher-than-expected unit costs. Additional content and format 
guidelines for the performance reports will be determined by Grantor contingent on the Award’s statutory, 
regulatory and administrative requirements, and are included in PART TWO or PART THREE of this Agreement. 

ARTICLE XII 
AUDIT REQUIREMENTS 

 
12.1. Audits. Grantee is subject to the audit requirements contained in the Single Audit Act 

Amendments of 1996 (31 USC 7501-7507), Subpart F of 2 CFR Part 200, and the audit rules and policies set forth by 
the Governor’s Office of Management and Budget.  30 ILCS 708/65(c); 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.90.  

 
12.2. Consolidated Year-End Financial Reports (CYEFR). All grantees must complete and submit a 

CYEFR through the Grantee Portal, except those exempted by federal or State statute or regulation, as set forth in 
PART TWO or PART THREE.  The CYEFR is a required schedule in Grantee’s audit report if  Grantee is required to 
complete and submit an audit report as set forth herein. 
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(a) Grantee’s  CYEFR must cover the same period as the audited financial statements, if 
required, and must be submitted in accordance with the audit schedule at 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.90.  If 
Grantee is not required to complete audited financial statements, the CYEFR must cover Grantee’s fiscal 
year and must be submitted within 6 months of the Grantee’s fiscal year-end.   

 
(b) The CYEFR must include an in relation to opinion from the auditor of the financial 

statements included in the audit.   
 
(c) The CYEFR must follow a format prescribed by Grantor. 

 
12.3. Entities That Are Not “For-Profit”.   
 

(a) This Paragraph applies to Grantees that are not “for-profit” entities.  
 
(b) Single and Program-Specific Audits. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least 

$1,000,000 in federal Awards (direct federal and federal pass-through awards combined), Grantee must 
have a single audit or program-specific audit conducted for that year as required by 2 CFR 200.501 and 
other applicable sections of Subpart F of 2 CFR Part 200.  The audit report packet must be completed as 
described in 2 CFR 200.512 (single audit) or 2 CFR 200.507 (program-specific audit), 44 Ill. Admin. Code 
7000.90(h)(1) and the current GATA audit manual and submitted to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse, as 
required by 2 CFR 200.512.  The results of peer and external quality control reviews, management letters 
issued by the auditors and their respective corrective action plans if significant deficiencies or material 
weaknesses are identified, and the CYEFR(s) must be submitted to the Grantee Portal at the same time 
the audit report packet is submitted to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse.  The due date of all required 
submissions set forth in this Paragraph is the earlier of (i) thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the 
auditor’s report(s) or (ii) nine (9) months after the end of Grantee’s audit period. 

 
(c) Financial Statement Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than 

$1,000,000 in federal Awards, Grantee is subject to the following audit requirements: 
 

(i) If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least $750,000 in State-issued 
Awards, Grantee must have a financial statement audit conducted in accordance with the 
Generally Accepted Government Auditing Standards (GAGAS).  Grantee may be subject to 
additional requirements in PART TWO, PART THREE or Exhibit E based on Grantee’s risk profile. 

(ii) If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than $750,000 in State-issued 
Awards, but expends at least $500,000 in State-issued Awards, Grantee must have a financial 
statement audit conducted in accordance with the Generally Accepted Auditing Standards 
(GAAS). 

(iii) If Grantee is a Local Education Agency (as defined in 34 CFR 77.1), Grantee 
must have a financial statement audit conducted in accordance with GAGAS, as required by 23 Ill. 
Admin. Code 100.110, regardless of the dollar amount of expenditures of State-issued Awards. 

(iv) If Grantee does not meet the requirements in subsections 12.3(b) and 12.3(c)(i-
iii) but is required to have a financial statement audit conducted based on other regulatory 
requirements, Grantee must submit those audits for review. 

(v) Grantee must submit its financial statement audit report packet, as set forth in 
44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.90(h)(2) and the current GATA audit manual, to the Grantee Portal 
within the earlier of (i) thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the auditor’s report(s) or (ii) six 
(6) months after the end of Grantee’s audit period. 

 
12.4. “For-Profit” Entities.  
 

(a) This Paragraph applies to Grantees that are “for-profit” entities.  
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(b) Program-Specific Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least $1,000,000 in 
federal pass-through funds from State-issued Awards, Grantee must have a program-specific audit 
conducted in accordance with 2 CFR 200.507. The auditor must audit federal pass-through programs with 
federal pass-through Awards expended that, in the aggregate, cover at least 50 percent (0.50) of total 
federal pass-through Awards expended.  The audit report packet must be completed as described in 2 CFR 
200.507 (program-specific audit), 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.90 and the current GATA audit manual, and 
must be submitted to the Grantee Portal.  The due date of all required submissions set forth in this 
Paragraph is the earlier of (i) thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the auditor’s report(s) or (ii) nine (9) 
months after the end of Grantee’s audit period. 

 
(c) Financial Statement Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than 

$1,000,000 in federal pass-through funds from State-issued Awards, Grantee must follow all of the audit 
requirements in Paragraphs 12.3(c)(i)-(v), above.   

 
(d) Publicly-Traded Entities. If Grantee is a publicly-traded company, Grantee is not subject 

to the single audit or program-specific audit requirements, but must submit its annual audit conducted in 
accordance with its regulatory requirements. 
 
12.5. Performance of Audits. For those organizations required to submit an independent audit report, 

the audit must be conducted by the Illinois Auditor General (as required for certain governmental entities only), or 
a Certified Public Accountant or Certified Public Accounting Firm licensed in the State of Illinois or in accordance 
with Section 5.2 of the Illinois Public Accounting Act (225 ILCS 450/5.2).  For all audits required to be performed 
subject to GAGAS or Generally Accepted Auditing Standards, Grantee must request and maintain on file a copy of 
the auditor’s most recent peer review report and acceptance letter.  Grantee must follow procedures prescribed 
by Grantor for the preparation and submission of audit reports and any related documents. 

 
12.6. Delinquent Reports. When audit reports or financial statements required under this ARTICLE are 

prepared by the Illinois Auditor General, if they are not available by the above-specified due date, they must be 
provided to Grantor within thirty (30) days of becoming available.  Grantee should refer to the State Grantee 
Compliance Enforcement System for the policy and consequences for late reporting. 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.80. 

ARTICLE XIII 
TERMINATION; SUSPENSION; NON-COMPLIANCE 

 
13.1. Termination.  
 

(a) Either Party may terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part, upon thirty (30) 
calendar days’ prior written notice to the other Party.  

 
(b)  If terminated by the Grantee, Grantee must include the reasons for such termination, 

the effective date, and, in the case of a partial termination, the portion to be terminated.  If Grantor 
determines in the case of a partial termination that the reduced or modified portion of the Award will not 
accomplish the purposes for which the Award was made, Grantor may terminate the Agreement in its 
entirety.  2 CFR 200.340(a)(3). 

 
(c) This Agreement may be terminated, in whole or in part, by Grantor: 
 

(i) Pursuant to a funding failure under Paragraph 4.1; 
 
(ii) If Grantee fails to comply with the terms and conditions of this or any Award, 

application or proposal, including any applicable rules or regulations, or has made a false 
representation in connection with the receipt of this or any Award; or 
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(iii) If the Award no longer effectuates the Program goals or agency priorities and if 
this termination is permitted in the terms and conditions of the Award, which must be detailed in 
Exhibit A, PART TWO or PART THREE.  

 
13.2. Suspension. Grantor may suspend this Agreement, in whole or in part, pursuant to a funding 

failure under Paragraph 4.1 or if the Grantee fails to comply with terms and conditions of this or any Award.  If 
suspension is due to Grantee’s failure to comply, Grantor may withhold further payment and prohibit Grantee 
from incurring additional Obligations pending corrective action by Grantee or a decision to terminate this 
Agreement by Grantor.  Grantor may allow necessary and proper costs that Grantee could not reasonably avoid 
during the period of suspension. 

 
13.3. Non-compliance.  If Grantee fails to comply with the U.S. Constitution, applicable statutes, 

regulations or the terms and conditions of this or any Award, Grantor may impose additional conditions on 
Grantee, as described in 2 CFR 200.208.  If Grantor determines that non-compliance cannot be remedied by 
imposing additional conditions, Grantor may take one or more of the actions described in 2 CFR 200.339.  The 
Parties must follow all Grantor policies and procedures regarding non-compliance, including, but not limited to, 
the procedures set forth in the State Grantee Compliance Enforcement System.  44 Ill. Admin. Code  7000.80 and 
7000.260. 

 
13.4. Objection. If Grantor suspends or terminates this Agreement, in whole or in part, for cause, or 

takes any other action in response to Grantee’s non-compliance, Grantee may avail itself of any opportunities to 
object and challenge such suspension, termination or other action by Grantor in accordance with any applicable 
processes and procedures, including, but not limited to, the procedures set forth in the State Grantee Compliance 
Enforcement System.  2 CFR 200.342; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.80 and 7000.260. 

 
13.5. Effects of Suspension and Termination.  
 

(a) Grantor may credit Grantee for allowable expenditures incurred in the performance of 
authorized services under this Agreement prior to the effective date of a suspension or termination. 

 
(b)  Except as set forth in subparagraph (c), below, Grantee must not incur any costs or 

Obligations that require the use of Grant Funds after the effective date of a suspension or termination, 
and must cancel as many outstanding Obligations as possible.  

 
(c) Costs to Grantee resulting from Obligations incurred by Grantee during a suspension or 

after termination of the Agreement are not allowable unless Grantor expressly authorizes them in the 
notice of suspension or termination or subsequently. However, Grantor may allow costs during a 
suspension or after termination if: 

 
(i) The costs result from Obligations properly incurred before the effective date of 

suspension or termination, are not in anticipation of the suspension or termination, and the costs 
would be allowable if the Agreement was not suspended or terminated prematurely.  2 CFR 
200.343.  

 
13.6. Close-out of Terminated Agreements. If this Agreement is terminated, in whole or in part, the 

Parties must comply with all close-out and post-termination requirements of this Agreement.  2 CFR 200.340(d). 

ARTICLE XIV 
SUBCONTRACTS/SUBAWARDS 
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14.1. Subcontracting/Subrecipients/Delegation. Grantee must not subcontract nor issue a subaward 
for any portion of this Agreement nor delegate any duties hereunder without Prior Approval of Grantor. The 
requirement for Prior Approval is satisfied if the subcontractor or subrecipient has been identified in the uniform 
grant application, such as, without limitation, a Project description, and Grantor has approved. Grantee must 
follow all applicable requirements set forth in 2 CFR 200.332. 

 
14.2. Application of Terms.  If Grantee enters into a subaward agreement with a subrecipient, Grantee 

must notify the subrecipient of the applicable laws and regulations and terms and conditions of this Award by 
attaching this Agreement to the subaward agreement. The terms of this Agreement apply to all subawards 
authorized in accordance with Paragraph 14.1.  2 CFR 200.101(b). 

 
14.3. Liability as Guaranty. Grantee will be liable as guarantor for any Grant Funds it obligates to a 

subrecipient or subcontractor pursuant to this ARTICLE in the event Grantor determines the funds were either 
misspent or are being improperly held and the subrecipient or subcontractor is insolvent or otherwise fails to 
return the funds.  2 CFR 200.345; 30 ILCS 705/6; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.450(a). 

ARTICLE XV 
NOTICE OF CHANGE 

 
15.1. Notice of Change. Grantee must notify Grantor if there is a change in Grantee’s legal status, FEIN, 

UEI, SAM registration status, Related Parties, senior management (for non-governmental grantees only) or 
address.   If the change is anticipated, Grantee must give thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to Grantor. If the 
change is unanticipated, Grantee must give notice as soon as practicable thereafter.  Grantor reserves the right to 
take any and all appropriate action as a result of such change(s).  

 
15.2. Failure to Provide Notification. To the extent permitted by Illinois law (see Paragraph 21.2), 

Grantee must hold harmless Grantor for any acts or omissions of Grantor resulting from Grantee’s failure to notify 
Grantor as required by Paragraph 15.1.    

 
15.3. Notice of Impact. Grantee must notify Grantor in writing of any event, including, by not limited 

to, becoming a party to litigation, an investigation, or transaction that may have a material impact on Grantee’s 
ability to perform under this Agreement. Grantee must provide notice to Grantor as soon as possible, but no later 
than five (5) days after Grantee becomes aware that the event may have a material impact. 

 
15.4. Effect of Failure to Provide Notice. Failure to provide the notice described in this ARTICLE is 

grounds for termination of this Agreement and any costs incurred after the date notice should have been given 
may be disallowed. 

ARTICLE XVI 
STRUCTURAL REORGANIZATION AND RECONSTITUTION OF BOARD MEMBERSHIP 

 
16.1. Effect of Reorganization. This Agreement is made by and between Grantor and Grantee, as 

Grantee is currently organized and constituted. Grantor does not agree to continue this Agreement, or any license 
related thereto, should Grantee significantly reorganize or otherwise substantially change the character of its 
corporate structure, business structure or governance structure. Grantee must give Grantor prior notice of any 
such action or changes significantly affecting its overall structure or, for non-governmental grantees only, 
management makeup (for example, a merger or a corporate restructuring), and must provide all reasonable 
documentation necessary for Grantor to review the proposed transaction including financial records and corporate 
and shareholder minutes of any corporation which may be involved. Grantor reserves the right to terminate the 
Agreement based on whether the newly organized entity is able to carry out the requirements of the Award. This 
ARTICLE does not require Grantee to report on minor changes in the makeup of its board membership or 
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governance structure, as applicable. Nevertheless, PART TWO or PART THREE may impose further restrictions.  
Failure to comply with this ARTICLE constitutes a material breach of this Agreement.

ARTICLE XVII 
CONFLICT OF INTEREST 

 
17.1. Required Disclosures. Grantee must immediately disclose in writing any potential or actual 

Conflict of Interest to Grantor.  2 CFR 200.112; 30 ILCS 708/35.
 
17.2. Prohibited Payments. Payments made by Grantor under this Agreement must not be used by 

Grantee to compensate, directly or indirectly, any person currently holding an elective office in this State including, 
but not limited to, a seat in the General Assembly.  In addition, where  Grantee is not an instrumentality of the 
State of Illinois, as described in this Paragraph, Grantee must request permission from Grantor to compensate, 
directly or indirectly, any officer or any person employed by an office or agency of the State of Illinois.  An 
instrumentality of the State of Illinois includes, without limitation, State departments, agencies, boards, and State 
universities.  An instrumentality of the State of Illinois does not include, without limitation, units of Local 
Government and related entities.   

 
17.3. Request for Exemption. Grantee may request written approval from Grantor for an exemption 

from Paragraph 17.2. Grantee acknowledges that Grantor is under no obligation to provide such exemption and 
that Grantor may grant any such exemption subject to additional terms and conditions as Grantor may require. 

ARTICLE XVIII 
EQUIPMENT OR PROPERTY 

 
18.1. Purchase of Equipment. For any equipment purchased in whole or in part with Grant Funds, if 

Grantor determines that Grantee has not met the conditions of 2 CFR 200.439, the costs for such equipment will 
be disallowed. Grantor must notify Grantee in writing that the purchase of equipment is disallowed.  

 
18.2. Prohibition against Disposition/Encumbrance. Any equipment, material, or real property that 

Grantee purchases or improves with Grant Funds must not be sold, transferred, encumbered (other than original 
financing) or otherwise disposed of during the Award Term without Prior Approval of Grantor unless a longer 
period is required in PART TWO or PART THREE and permitted by 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart D.  Use or disposition of  
real property acquired or improved using Grant Funds must comply with the requirements of 2 CFR 200.311.  Real 
property, equipment, and intangible property that are acquired or improved in whole or in part using Grant Funds 
are subject to the provisions of 2 CFR 200.316.  Grantor may require the Grantee to record liens or other 
appropriate notices of record to indicate that personal or real property has been acquired or improved with this 
Award and that use and disposition conditions apply to the property. 

 
18.3. Equipment and Procurement. Grantee must comply with the uniform standards set forth in 2 CFR 

200.310–200.316 governing the management and disposition of property, the cost of which was supported by 
Grant Funds. Any waiver from such compliance must be granted by either the President’s Office of Management 
and Budget, the Governor’s Office of Management and Budget, or both, depending on the source of the Grant 
Funds used.  Additionally, Grantee must comply with the standards set forth in 2 CFR 200.317-200.327 to  establish 
procedures to use Grant Funds for the procurement of supplies and other expendable property, equipment, real 
property and other services.   

 
18.4. Equipment Instructions. Grantee must obtain disposition instructions from Grantor when 

equipment, purchased in whole or in part with Grant Funds, is no longer needed for their original purpose.  
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Agreement, Grantor may require transfer of any 
equipment to Grantor or a third party for any reason, including, without limitation, if Grantor terminates the 
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Award or Grantee no longer conducts Award activities. Grantee must properly maintain, track, use, store and 
insure the equipment according to applicable best practices, manufacturer’s guidelines, federal and state laws or 
rules, and Grantor requirements stated herein.   

 
18.5. Domestic Preferences for Procurements. In accordance with 2 CFR 200.322, to the greatest 

extent practicable and consistent with law, Grantee must, under this Award, provide a preference for the 
purchase, acquisition, or use of goods, products, or materials produced in the United States (including but not 
limited to iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products). The requirements of this Paragraph 
must be included in all subawards and in all contracts and purchase orders under this Award. 

ARTICLE XIX 
PROMOTIONAL MATERIALS; PRIOR NOTIFICATION 

19.1. Promotional and Written Materials. Use of Grant Funds for promotions is subject to the 
prohibitions for advertising or public relations costs in 2 CFR 200.421(e).  To use Grant Funds in whole or in part to 
produce any written publications, announcements, reports, flyers, brochures or other written materials, these uses 
must be allowable under 2 CFR 200.421 and 200.467 and Grantee must include in these publications, 
announcements, reports, flyers, brochures and all other such material, the phrase “Funding provided in whole or in 
part by the [Grantor].” 2 CFR 200.467. Exceptions to this requirement must be requested, in writing, from Grantor 
and will be considered authorized only upon written notice thereof to Grantee. 

 
19.2. Prior Notification/Release of Information. Grantee must notify Grantor ten (10) days prior to 

issuing public announcements or press releases concerning work performed pursuant to this Agreement, or 
funded in whole or in part by this Agreement, and must cooperate with Grantor in joint or coordinated releases of 
information. 

ARTICLE XX 
INSURANCE 

 
20.1. Maintenance of Insurance. Grantee must maintain in full force and effect during the Term of this 

Agreement casualty and bodily injury insurance, as well as insurance sufficient to cover the replacement cost of 
any and all real or personal property (including equipment), or both, purchased or, otherwise acquired, or 
improved in whole or in part, with funds disbursed pursuant to this Agreement.  2 CFR 200.310.  Additional 
insurance requirements may be detailed in PART TWO or PART THREE. 

 
20.2. Claims. If a claim is submitted for real or personal property, or both, purchased in whole with 

funds from this Agreement and such claim results in the recovery of money, such money recovered must be 
surrendered to Grantor. 

ARTICLE XXI 
LAWSUITS AND INDEMNIFICATION 

21.1. Independent Contractor. Neither Grantee nor any employee or agent of Grantee acquires any 
employment rights with Grantor by virtue of this Agreement. Grantee must provide the agreed services and 
achieve the specified results free from the direction or control of Grantor as to the means and methods of 
performance. Grantee must provide its own equipment and supplies necessary to conduct its business; provided, 
however, that in the event, for its convenience or otherwise, Grantor makes any such equipment or supplies 
available to Grantee, Grantee’s use of such equipment or supplies provided by Grantor pursuant to this Agreement 
is strictly limited to official Grantor or State of Illinois business and not for any other purpose, including any 
personal benefit or gain. 
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21.2. Indemnification and Liability. 
 

(a) Non-governmental entities. This subparagraph applies only if Grantee is a non-
governmental entity.   Grantee must hold harmless Grantor against any and all liability, loss, damage, cost 
or expenses, including attorneys’ fees, arising from the intentional torts, negligence or breach of contract 
of Grantee, with the exception of acts performed in conformance with an explicit, written directive of 
Grantor.  Indemnification by Grantor is governed by the State Employee Indemnification Act (5 ILCS 
350/.01 et seq.) as interpreted by the Illinois Attorney General. Grantor makes no representation that 
Grantee, an independent contractor, will qualify or be eligible for indemnification under said Act. 

 
(b) Governmental entities. This subparagraph applies only if Grantee is a governmental unit 

as designated in Paragraph 3.2.  Neither Party shall be liable for actions chargeable to the other Party 
under this Agreement including, but not limited to, the negligent acts and omissions of the other Party’s 
agents, employees or subcontractors in the performance of their duties as described under this 
Agreement, unless such liability is imposed by law.  This Agreement is not construed as seeking to enlarge 
or diminish any obligation or duty owed by one Party against the other or against a third party. 

 
 

ARTICLE XXII 
MISCELLANEOUS 

 
22.1. Gift Ban. Grantee is prohibited from giving gifts to State employees pursuant to the State 

Officials and Employees Ethics Act (5 ILCS 430/10-10) and Illinois Executive Order 15-09.  

22.2. Assignment Prohibited. This Agreement must not be sold, assigned, or transferred in any manner 
by Grantee, to include an assignment of Grantee’s rights to receive payment hereunder, and any actual or 
attempted sale, assignment, or transfer by Grantee without the Prior Approval of Grantor in writing renders this 
Agreement null, void and of no further effect. 

 
22.3. Copies of Agreements upon Request. Grantee must, upon request by Grantor, provide Grantor 

with copies of contracts or other agreements to which Grantee is a party with any other State agency. 
 
22.4. Amendments. This Agreement may be modified or amended at any time during its Term by 

mutual consent of the Parties, expressed in writing and signed by the Parties.  
 
22.5. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is declared invalid, its other provisions will remain 

in effect.

22.6. No Waiver. The failure of either Party to assert any right or remedy pursuant to this Agreement 
will not be construed as a waiver of either Party's right to assert such right or remedy at a later time or constitute a 
course of business upon which either Party may rely for the purpose of denial of such a right or remedy.  

 
22.7. Applicable Law; Claims. This Agreement and all subsequent amendments thereto, if any, are 

governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Illinois.  Any claim against Grantor arising out 
of this Agreement must be filed exclusively with the Illinois Court of Claims.  705 ILCS 505/1 et seq.  Grantor does 
not waive sovereign immunity by entering into this Agreement.  

 
22.8. Compliance with Law. Grantee is responsible for ensuring that Grantee’s Obligations and services 

hereunder are performed in compliance with all applicable federal and State laws, including, without limitation, 
federal regulations, State administrative rules, including but not limited to 44 Ill. Admin. Code Part 7000, laws and 
rules which govern disclosure of confidential records or other information obtained by Grantee concerning persons 
served under this Agreement, and any license requirements or professional certification provisions. 
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22.9. Compliance with Freedom of Information Act. Upon request, Grantee must make available to 
Grantor all documents in its possession that Grantor deems necessary to comply with requests made under the 
Freedom of Information Act. 5 ILCS 140/7(2). 

 
22.10 Compliance with Whistleblower Protections. Grantee must comply with the Whistleblower Act 

(740 ILCS 174/1 et seq.) and the whistleblower protections set forth in 2 CFR 200.217, including but not limited to, 
the requirement that Grantee and its subrecipients inform their employees in writing of employee whistleblower 
rights and protections under 41 U.S.C. 4712. 

 
22.11. Precedence.  
 

(a) Except as set forth in subparagraph (b), below, the following rules of precedence are 
controlling for this Agreement: In the event there is a conflict between this Agreement and any of the 
exhibits or attachments hereto, this Agreement controls. In the event there is a conflict between PART 
ONE and PART TWO or PART THREE of this Agreement, PART ONE controls. In the event there is a conflict 
between PART TWO and PART THREE of this Agreement, PART TWO controls. In the event there is a 
conflict between this Agreement and relevant statute(s) or rule(s), the relevant statute(s) or rule(s) 
controls.   

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions in subparagraph (a), above, if a relevant federal or state 
statute(s) or rule(s) requires an exception to this Agreement’s provisions, or an exception to a 
requirement in this Agreement is granted by GATU, such exceptions must be noted in PART TWO or PART 
THREE, and in such cases, those requirements control. 
 
22.12. Illinois Grant Funds Recovery Act. In the event of a conflict between the Illinois Grant Funds 

Recovery Act and the Grant Accountability and Transparency Act, the provisions of the Grant Accountability and 
Transparency Act control. 30 ILCS 708/80. 

 
22.13. Headings. Articles and other headings contained in this Agreement are for reference purposes 

only and are not intended to define or limit the scope, extent or intent of this Agreement or any provision hereof. 
 
22.14. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which are 

considered to be one and the same agreement, binding on all Parties hereto, notwithstanding that all Parties are 
not signatories to the same counterpart. Duplicated signatures, signatures transmitted via facsimile, or signatures 
contained in a Portable Document Format (PDF) document are deemed original for all purposes. 

 
22.15. Attorney Fees and Costs.  Unless prohibited by law, if Grantor prevails in any proceeding to 

enforce the terms of this Agreement, including any administrative hearing pursuant to the Grant Funds Recovery 
Act or the Grant Accountability and Transparency Act, Grantor has the right to recover reasonable attorneys’ fees, 
costs and expenses associated with such proceedings. 

 
22.16. Continuing Responsibilities.  The termination or expiration of this Agreement does not affect: (a) 

the right of Grantor to disallow costs and recover funds based on a later audit or other review; (b) the obligation of 
the Grantee to return any funds due as a result of later refunds, corrections or other transactions, including, 
without limitation, final Indirect Cost Rate adjustments and those funds obligated pursuant to ARTICLE XIV; (c) the 
CYEFR(s); (d) audit requirements established in 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.90 and ARTICLE XII ; (e) property 
management and disposition requirements established in 2 CFR 200.310 through 2 CFR 200.316 and ARTICLE XVIII;

If applicable, the 
Grantor will remit interest earned and returned by Grantee to the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services 
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Payment Management System through the process set forth at 2 CFR 200.305(b)(12), or as otherwise directed by 
the federal awarding agency. The provisions of this Paragraph are inapplicable to the extent any statute, rule or 
program requirement provides for different treatment of interest income. Any provision that deviates from this 
paragraph is set forth in PART THREE. 

ARTICLE XXVII 
ADDITIONAL BUDGET PROVISIONS 

 
27.1. Restrictions on Line Item Transfers. Unless set forth otherwise in PART THREE herein, Budget line 

item transfers within the guidelines set forth in paragraph 6.2 herein, which would not ordinarily require approval 
from Grantor, but result in an increase of ten percent (10%) or more to any expenditure category of the current 
approved Budget, are considered changes in the project scope and require Prior Approval from Grantor pursuant to 
44 Ill.

28.1. Grantee Representations and Warranties. In connection with the execution and delivery of this 

Agreement, the Grantee makes the following representations and warranties to Grantor: 

(a) That it has no public or private interest, direct or indirect, and will not acquire, directly or 
indirectly any such interest which does or may conflict in any manner with the performance of the Grantee’s 
services and obligations under this Agreement; 

 
(b) That no member of any governing body or any officer, agent or employee of the State, 

has a personal financial or economic interest directly in this Agreement, or any compensation to be paid 
hereunder except as may be permitted by applicable statute, regulation or ordinance; 
 

(c) That there is no action, suit or proceeding at law or in equity pending, nor to the best of 
Grantee’s knowledge, threatened, against or affecting the Grantee, before any court or before any 
governmental or administrative agency, which will have a material adverse effect on the performance 
required by this Agreement; 
 

(d) That to the best of the Grantee’s knowledge and belief, the Grantee, its principals and key 
project personnel: 

 
(i) Are not presently declared ineligible or voluntarily excluded from contracting 

with any federal or State department or agency; 
 

(ii) Have not, within a three (3)-year period preceding this Agreement, been 
convicted of any felony; been convicted of a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, 
attempting to obtain, or performing a public (federal, state, or local) transaction or contract under 
a public transaction; had a civil judgment rendered against them for commission of fraud; been 
found in violation of federal or state antitrust statutes; or been convicted of embezzlement, theft, 
larceny, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making a false statement, or 
receiving stolen property;  

 
(iii) Are not presently indicted for, or otherwise criminally or civilly charged, by a 

government entity (federal, state or local) with commission of any of the offenses enumerated in 
subparagraph (ii) of this certification; and 

 
(iv) Have not had, within a three (3)-year period preceding this Agreement, any 

judgment rendered in an administrative, civil or criminal matter against the Grantee, or any entity 
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associated with its principals or key personnel, related to a grant issued by any federal or state 
agency or a local government. 

 
Any request for an exception to the provisions of this subparagraph (d) must be made in writing, 
listing the name of the individual, home address, type of conviction and date of conviction; and 

 
(e) Grantee certifies that it is not currently operating under, or subject to, any cease and 

desist order, or subject to any informal or formal regulatory action, and, to the best of Grantee’s knowledge, 
that it is not currently the subject of any investigation by any state or federal regulatory, law enforcement 
or legal authority. Should it become the subject of an investigation by any state or federal regulatory, law 
enforcement or legal authority, Grantee shall promptly notify Grantor of any such investigation. Grantee 
acknowledges that should it later be subject to a cease and desist order, Memorandum of Understanding, 
or found in violation pursuant to any regulatory action or any court action or proceeding before any 
administrative agency, that Grantor is authorized to declare Grantee out of compliance with this Agreement 
and suspend or terminate the Agreement pursuant to ARTICLE XIII herein and any applicable rules. 

 
ARTICLE XXIX 

ADDITIONAL TERMINATION, SUSPENSION, BILLING SCHEDULE AND NON-COMPLIANCE PROVISIONS 
 

29.1. Remedies for Non-Compliance. If Grantor suspends or terminates this Agreement pursuant to 
ARTICLE XIII herein, Grantor may also elect any additional remedy allowed by law, including, but not limited to, one 
or more of the following remedies: 

 
(a) Direct the Grantee to refund some or all of the Grant Funds disbursed to it under this 

Agreement; and 
  
(b)  Direct the Grantee to remit an amount equivalent to the “Net Salvage Value” of all 

equipment or materials purchased with Grant Funds provided under this Agreement. For purposes of this 
Agreement, “Net Salvage Value” is defined as the amount realized, or that the Parties agree is likely to be 
realized from, the sale of equipment or materials purchased with Grant Funds provided under this 
Agreement at its current fair market value, less selling expenses. 
 
29.2.  Grant Refunds. In accordance with the Illinois Grant Funds Recovery Act, 30 ILCS 705/1 et seq., the 

Grantee must, within forty-five (45) days of the effective date of a termination of this Agreement, refund to Grantor, 
any balance of Grant Funds not spent or not obligated as of that date. 

 
29.3. Grant Funds Recovery Procedures. In the event that Grantor seeks to recover from Grantee Grant 

Funds received pursuant to this Award that: (i) Grantee cannot demonstrate were properly spent, or (ii) have not 
been expended or legally obligated by the time of expiration or termination of this Award, the Parties agree to follow 
the procedures set forth in the Illinois Grant Funds Recovery Act, 30 ILCS 705/1 et seq. (GFRA), for the recovery of 
Grant Funds, including the informal and formal hearing requirements.  All remedies available in Section 6 of the 
GFRA will apply to these proceedings.  The Parties agree that Grantor’s Administrative Hearing Rules (56 Ill. Admin. 
Code Part 2605) and/or any other applicable hearing rules shall govern these proceedings. 

 
29.4. Grantee Responsibility. Grantee will be held responsible for the expenditure of all Grant Funds 

received through this Award, whether expended by Grantee or a subrecipient or contractor of Grantee. Grantor may 
seek any remedies against Grantee permitted pursuant to this Agreement and 2 CFR 200.339 for the action of a 
subrecipient or contractor of Grantee that is not in compliance with the applicable statutes, regulations or the terms 
and conditions of this Award. 

 
29.5. Billing Schedule. In accordance with paragraph 4.8, herein Grantee must submit all payment 

requests to Grantor within thirty (30) days of the end of the quarter, unless another billing schedule is specified in 
PART THREE or Paragraph 2.3. Failure to submit such payment request timely will render the amounts billed an 
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unallowable cost which Grantor cannot reimburse. In the event that Grantee is unable, for good cause, to submit its 
payment request timely, Grantee must timely notify Grantor and may request an extension of time to submit the 
payment request. Grantor’s approval of Grantee’s request for an extension cannot be unreasonably withheld.  The 
payment requirements of this Paragraph supersede those set forth in Paragraph 4.8. 
 

ARTICLE XXX 
ADDITIONAL MODIFICATION PROVISIONS 

 
30.1. Modifications by Operation of Law. This Agreement is subject to such modifications as the Grantor 

determines, in its sole discretion, may be required by changes in federal or State law or regulations applicable to this 
Agreement. Grantor will initiate such modifications, and Grantee will be required to agree to the modification in 
writing as a condition of continuing the Award. Any such required modification will be incorporated into and become 
part of this Agreement as if fully set forth herein. The Grantor will timely notify the Grantee of any pending 
implementation of or proposed amendment to any laws or regulations of which it has notice. 

30.2. Discretionary Modifications. If either the Grantor or the Grantee wishes to modify the terms of 
this Agreement other than as set forth in ARTICLES V and VI and Paragraphs 30.1 and 30.3, written notice of the 
proposed modification must be given to the other Party. Modifications will only take effect when agreed to in writing 
by both the Grantor and the Grantee. However, if the Grantor notifies the Grantee in writing of a proposed 
modification, and the Grantee fails to respond to that notification, in writing, within thirty (30) days, the Grantor 
may commence a process to suspend or terminate this Award. In making an objection to the proposed modification, 
the Grantee must specify the reasons for the objection and the Grantor will consider those objections when 
evaluating whether to follow through with the proposed modification. The Grantor’s notice to the Grantee must 
contain the Grantee name, Agreement number, Amendment number and purpose of the revision. If the Grantee 
seeks any modification to the Agreement, the Grantee must submit a detailed narrative explaining why the Project 
cannot be completed in accordance with the terms of the Agreement and how the requested modification will 
ensure completion of the Grant Activities, Deliverables, Milestones and/or Performance Measures (Exhibits A, B and 
D). 

 
30.3. Unilateral Modifications. The Parties agree that Grantor may, in its sole discretion, unilaterally 

modify this Agreement without prior approval of the Grantee when the modification is initiated by Grantor for the 
sole purpose of increasing the Grantee’s funding allocation as additional funds become available for the Award 
during the program year covered by the Term of this Agreement. 

 
30.4. Management Waiver. The Parties agree that the Grantor may issue a waiver of specific 

requirements of this Agreement after the term of the Agreement has expired. These waivers are limited to non-
material changes to specific provisions that the Grantor determines are necessary to place the Grantee in 
administrative compliance with the requirements of this Agreement. A management waiver issued after the Term 
of the Agreement has expired will supersede the original requirements of this Agreement that would normally 
require a modification of this Agreement to be executed. The Grantor will make no modifications of this Agreement 
not agreed to prior to the expiration of the Agreement beyond what is specifically set forth in this Paragraph. 

 
30.5. Term Extensions. The Grantee acknowledges that all Grant Funds must be expended or legally 

obligated, and all Grant Activities, Deliverables, Milestones and Performance Measures (Exhibits A, B and D) must 
be completed during the Term of the Agreement. Extensions of the Term will be granted only for good cause, subject 
to the Grantor’s discretion. Pursuant to the Grant Funds Recovery Act (30 ILCS 705/1 et seq.), no Award may be 
extended in total beyond a two (2)-year period unless the Grant Funds are expended or legally obligated during that 
initial two-year period, or unless Grant Funds are disbursed for reimbursement of costs previously incurred by the 
Grantee. If Grantee requires an extension of the Award Term, Grantee should submit a written request to the Grant 
Manager at least sixty (60) days prior to the end of the Award Term or extended Award Term, as applicable, stating 
the reason for the extension. If Grantee provides reasonable extenuating circumstances, Grantee may request an 
extension of the Award Term with less than sixty (60) days remaining. 
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ARTICLE XXXI
ADDITIONAL CONFLICT OF INTEREST PROVISIONS 

 
31.1. Bonus or Commission Prohibited. The Grantee shall not pay any bonus or commission for the 

purpose of obtaining the Grant Funds awarded under this Agreement. 

ARTICLE XXXII 
ADDITIONAL EQUIPMENT OR PROPERTY PROVISIONS 

 
32.1. Equipment Management. The Grantee is responsible for replacing or repairing equipment and 

materials purchased with Grant Funds that are lost, stolen, damaged, or destroyed. Any loss, damage or theft of 
equipment and materials must be investigated and fully documented, and immediately reported to the Grantor and, 
where appropriate, the appropriate law enforcement authorities. 

 
32.2. Purchase of Real Property. If permitted by the Award Budget and scope of activities provided in 

this Agreement, a Grantee may use the Grant Funds during the Award Term for the costs associated with the 
purchase of real property (as defined by 2 CFR 200.1) either through the use of reimbursement or advanced funds 
as permitted in Paragraph 2.3 of this Agreement for the following purposes and consistent with the Grantor’s 
bondability guidelines and 2 CFR 200: 

 
(a) Cash payment of the entirety or a portion of the real property acquisition; 

 
(b) Cash Payment of a down payment for the acquisition; 

 
(c) Standard and commercially reasonable costs required to be paid at the acquisition closing (i.e., 

closing costs); or 
 

(d) Payments to reduce the debt incurred by Grantee to purchase the real property. 
 
32.3. Bonding Requirements. If Grant Funds through this Award are used for construction or facility 

improvement projects that exceed the Simplified Acquisition Threshold, the Grantee must comply with the minimum 
bonding requirements listed in 2 CFR 200.326(a) – (c).  Grantor will not accept the Grantee's own bonding policy and 
requirements. 

 
32.4. Lien Requirements. Grantor may direct Grantee in writing to record a lien or notice of State or 

federal interest on the property purchased or improved with Grant Funds. 2 CFR 200.316. If Grantor makes this 
direction and the Grantee does not comply, the Grantor may: (a) record the lien or notice of State or federal interest 
and reduce the amount of the Grant Funds by the cost of recording the lien or notice of State or federal interest, or 
(b) suspend this Award until Grantee complies with Grantor's direction. 

 
ARTICLE XXXIII 

APPLICABLE STATUTES 
 

To the extent applicable, Grantor and Grantee shall comply with the following: 
 
33.1. Land Trust Beneficial Interest Disclosure Act (765 ILCS 405/2.1). No Grant Funds will be paid to any 

trustee of a land trust, or any beneficiary or beneficiaries of a land trust, for any purpose relating to the land, which 
is the subject of such trust, any interest in such land, improvements to such land or use of such land unless an 
affidavit is first filed with the Grantor identifying each beneficiary of the land trust by name and address and defining 
such interest therein. This affidavit must be filed with the Illinois Office of the Comptroller as an attachment to this 
Agreement. 
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33.2. Historic Preservation Act (20 ILCS 3420/1 et seq.). The Grantee will not expend Grant Funds under 
this Agreement which result in the destruction, alteration, renovation, transfer or sale, or utilization of a historic 
property, structure or structures, or in the introduction of visual, audible or atmospheric elements to a historic 
property, structure or structures, which will result in the change in the character or use of any historic property, 
except as approved by the Illinois Department of Natural Resources, Historic Preservation Division. The Grantee 
must not expend Grant Funds under this Agreement for any project, activity, or program that can result in changes 
in the character or use of historic property, if any historic property is located in the area of potential effects without 
the approval of the Illinois Department of Natural Resources, Historic Preservation Division. 20 ILCS 3420/3(f). 

33.3. Victims’ Economic Security and Safety Act (820 ILCS 180 et seq.). If the Grantee has one (1) or more 
employees, it may not discharge or discriminate against an employee who is a victim of domestic or sexual violence, 
or who has a family or household member who is a victim of domestic or sexual violence, for taking up to the 
allowable amount of leave from work to address the domestic violence, pursuant to the Victims’ Economic Security 
and Safety Act.  820 ILCS 180/20(a)(2).  The Grantee is not required to provide paid leave under the Victims’ Economic 
Security and Safety Act, but may not suspend group health plan benefits during the leave period. Any failure on

33.4. Equal Pay Act of 2003 (820 ILCS 112 et seq.). If the Grantee has one (1) or more employees, it is 
prohibited by the Equal Pay Act of 2003 from: (a) discriminating between employees by paying unequal wages on 
the basis of sex for doing the same or substantially similar work; (b) discriminating  between employees by paying 
wages to an African-American employee at a rate less than the rate at which the Grantee pays wages to another

residents as required by 815 ILCS 530/10, 815 ILCS 530/12 or applicable federal law, in consultation with 
the Grantor; and (vi) cooperate in the preparation of any report related to the Breach that the Grantor may 
need to present to any governmental body. 
 

(e) Injunctive Relief. Grantee acknowledges that, in the event of a breach of this Paragraph, 
Grantor will likely suffer irreparable damage that cannot be fully remedied by monetary damages. 
Accordingly, in addition to any remedy which the Grantor may possess pursuant to applicable law, the 
Grantor retains the right to seek and obtain injunctive relief against any such breach in any Illinois court of 
competent jurisdiction.

This INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT is made and entered into this_1st_ day of 

_APRIL, 2026_, by and between the County of DuPage (County), a body of politic and corporate, 

The Sheriff of DuPage County (SHERIFF), and the Board of Trustees of the Township of 

BLOOMINGDALE (TOWNSHIP), a body politic and corporate. 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 30-155(b) of the Township Code, the TOWNSHIP has 

created a special police district in its unincorporated area and have levied a tax as provided by said 

statute; and 

WHEREAS, Section 10 of Article VII of the Illinois Constitution authorizes units of local 

government to share services and to exercise, combine, or transfer any power or function, in any 

manner not prohibited by law or by ordinance and authorizes officers of units of local government to 

participate in intergovernmental activities authorized by their units of government; and 

WHEREAS, the electors of the TOWNSHIP have authorized its Board of Trustees to contract 

with the SHERIFF to furnish police protection in the unincorporated area of the township pursuant to 

Section 30-155(a) of the Township Code, a copy of a Resolution authorizing same being attached 

hereto as Exhibit A and made a part hereof by reference; and  

WHEREAS, the Parties intend the SHERIFF shall furnish such police protection by detailing 

special resident deputy sheriff to the special police district created by the TOWNSHIP in addition to 

any police protection he ordinarily provides in the exercise of his powers and duties as chief law 

enforcement officer of the county of DuPage, in particular, in the unincorporated areas of the County 

of DuPage; and 

WHEREAS, the TOWNSHIP has previously contracted with the SHERIFF for such purposes 

with their most recent agreement being set to expire on March 31st, 2026; and 

WHEREAS, the Parties intend that the TOWNSHIP shall reimburse the COUNTY for eighty 

percent (80%) of the costs the SHERIFF incurs in detailing such resident deputy sheriff to the special 

police district as more specifically set forth herein. 
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NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the aforesaid and the promises and covenants contained 

herein, the parties do hereby agree as follows: 

1. The SHERIFF agrees to detail ONE (1) resident deputy sheriff and squad car (collectively 

“resident deputy”) to the TOWNSHIP’s special police district. The resident deputy will be on 

duty ten (10) eight-hour shifts in each fourteen (14) day pay period as per the deputy 

collective bargaining agreement. For the purpose of this Agreement, the resident deputy’s pay 

period shall commence on April 1, 2026, and every fourteen (14) days thereafter. 

 

2. The SHERIFF agrees that he will regularly consult with the TOWNSHIP Supervisor to 

receive suggestions and/or recommendations from said Supervisor relative to special areas of 

concern in the police district. The SHERIFF alone shall determine the need for services. In no 

event will the SHERIFF detail the services of the resident deputy to the TOWNSHIP in 

excess of two hundred sixty (260) days of any calendar year per deputy. 

 

3. The SHERIFF agrees that he will not assign the resident deputy to duties outside of the 

boundaries of the TOWNSHIP’s special police district except hereinafter specified. 

 

4. The SHERIFF agrees that the resident deputy will operate in addition to any of the 

SHERIFF’s personnel operating within the TOWNSHIP in the normal course of their 

assigned duties as employees of the SHERIFF 

 

5. The Parties agree that the resident deputy and any vehicle or equipment utilized in the 

performance of this Agreement will at all times be property of the COUNTY and remain 

under the SHERIFF’s control and direction.  

 

6. The Parties agree that the SHERIFF will provide all necessary back-up service, personnel and 

the equipment to assist the resident deputy, if, in the SHERIFF’s discretion, such need arises, 

in order to assure the effective and safe performance of the SHERIFF’s total law enforcement 

function in the unincorporated areas of the TOWNSHIP to the best of his ability based on 

availability and resources.  

 

7. The Parties agree that in the event of an emergency elsewhere within the SHERIFF’s 

jurisdiction, if the SHERIFF determines that the immediate response of his personnel is 

necessary, then the resident deputy shall be on call for such emergency and will be ordered to 

respond for the time necessary to abate the emergency. 

 

8. The SHERIFF agrees to maintain reasonable records relative to the effectiveness of the 

operations, which are the subject of this Agreement. The resident deputy will keep daily logs 

noting their activities during each tour of duty. The SHERIFF or his designee will be 

available to discuss and report to the TOWNSHIP with respect to the resident deputy’s 

activities as the TOWNSHIP may reasonably require.  

 

9. The Parties expressly agree that any and all records generated in the implementation of and 

pursuant to Paragraph eight (8) of the Agreement are and will remain in the sole and 
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exclusive custody of the SHERIFF and the contents thereof are not subject to release of 

disclosure, except as authorized or required by law. The SHERIFF shall make officer activity 

sheets available to the TOWNSHIP, provided that such sheets do not contain or constitute any 

portion of an official investigative report. 

 

10. The Parties agree that the position of special resident deputies are employees of the SHERIFF 

and will not be used in prohibited political activities and promotions as set by law and 

SHERIFF policies. A copy of SHERIFF policies will be made available to the TOWNSHIP 

upon request. 

 

11. In consideration therefore, the TOWNSHIP will cause to be paid to the General Fund of the 

County of DuPage, the aggregate sum of $163,284.46 said sum to be paid in twelve equal 

monthly installments of $13,607.04. The TOWNSHIP shall tender said payment to the 

SHERIFF on the first day of each month during the twelve (12) month period of this 

Agreement. Failure of the TOWNSHIP to remit payment as specified herein constitutes cause 

for rescission of this Agreement.  

 

12. The parties hereto expressly agree that the terms of the Agreement shall commence April 1st, 

2026, and expire March 31st, 2027. This Agreement may only be modified or amended by the 

written consent of all parties.  

 

13. Pursuant to the authority conferred by Article VII of the Local Government and 

Governmental Employees Tort Immunity Act, the COUNTY agrees to indemnify and hold 

the TOWNSHIP harmless for any judgment in an action brought in a court of competent 

jurisdiction against the TOWNSHIP or any act of omission of the SHERIFF or any of his 

agents or employees resulting from the performance of his Agreement by the SHERIFF.

RE:  Seniors’ DriveThru Meal Pilot Program Income Eligibility 
 
 
The DuPage County Board approved JPS-R-0006-25 on May 25, 2025, to establish a 
pilot program for a Seniors’ DriveThru Meal Pilot Program to be administered by the 
DuPage County Sheriff’s Office. As part of that resolution, income eligibility 
requirements were put in place to ensure only the neediest residents were receiving 
meals.  
 
After a few months of distribution, the turnout has been lower than anticipated. Seniors 
have provided feedback to the Sheriff’s Office indicating the income threshold 
established by the County Board may be too restrictive. 
 
The County opted to follow income requirements established through the Low Income 
Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP). The Illinois Department of Human 
Services provides food to local pantries through The Emergency Food Assistance 
Program (TEFAP), which operates with different income eligibility restrictions. 
 
LIHEAP eligibility is set at or below 60% of the State Median Income. TEFAP 
eligibility is set at or below 300% of the Federal Poverty Level. The chart below 
compares income eligibility for the two programs based on household size. 

 
I intend to put a resolution on the March 10 agenda changing the income eligibility for 
the Seniors’ DriveThru Meal Pilot Program to match the income eligibility of TEFAP. 
This change may result in the need for more funding to support the program. I have 
asked staff to monitor spending levels to determine if additional funding is needed for 
this program.

THIS SECOND AMENDMENT is entered into by and between the COUNTY OF 

DUPAGE (hereinafter the “COUNTY”), an Illinois unit of local government and body politic, 
and the DUPAGE RIVER/SALT CREEK WORKGROUP (hereinafter the “DRSCW”), an 
Illinois not-for-profit corporation, as to the COUNTY’s 2015 “Financial Commitment in 
Support for the DuPage River Salt Creek Workgroup Membership Fees” (C.B. Resolution PW-
P-0445-15) (hereinafter the “AGREEMENT”), which was subsequently amended by the 
DuPage County Board in Resolution PW-R-0271-22, and which concerns the participation of 
the COUNTY in a DRSCW local funding program to complete alternate stream restoration 
projects, as described herein. 

 
RECITALS 

 
WHEREAS, DRSCW was organized in 2005 to monitor, maintain and improve stream 

quality in the watersheds of Salt Creek and the East and West Branches of the DuPage River; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, the COUNTY has supported and participated in DRSCW as an Agency 

member since 2005, and since the COUNTY’s 2015 approval of the parties’ AGREEMENT; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, DRSCW negotiated a special condition for inclusion in the National 

Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permits of Publicly Owned Treatment Works 
(POTWs) discharging into the above referenced watersheds, hereinafter referred to as “DRSCW 
Special Condition,” which was adopted by the COUNTY in 2015; and 

 
WHEREAS, the DRSCW Special Condition and the DuPage River Salt Creek 

Workgroup (DRSCW) Implementation Plan, dated April 16, 2015 (hereinafter referred to as 
“DRSCW Implementation Plan”), allowed the COUNTY to participate in the DRSCW local 
funding program to complete alternate stream restoration projects; and 

 

WHEREAS, DRSCW negotiated an extension of the DRSCW Special Condition for an 
additional 3 years, based on a revision to the DRSCW local funding program and hereinafter 
referred to as “DRSCW Special Condition Extension 1”; and 

 
WHEREAS, the COUNTY accepted DRSCW’s Special Condition Extension 1 and 

participated in the revised DRSCW local funding program, as detailed in its FIRST 
AMENDMENT to the AGREEMENT (Resolution PW-R-0271-22); and 

 

WHEREAS, DRSCW has negotiated an extension of the DRSCW Special Condition and 
DRSCW Special Condition Extension 1 based upon the DRSCW Nutrient Implementation Plan 
for East Branch DuPage River, West Branch DuPage River, Lower DuPage River, and Salt 
Creek (Illinois), dated December 31, 2023; and hereinafter referred to as “DRSCW Special 
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Condition NIP Extension”; and 
 
WHEREAS, the COUNTY and DRSCW now both desire to again amend their 2015 

AGREEMENT, to extend the term of the AGREEMENT and to formalize the obligations of the 
COUNTY and DRSCW under said revised program; 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above stated preambles and the mutual 

covenants and promises hereinafter contained, the COUNTY and DRSCW formally covenant, 
agree, and bind themselves as follows: 

 
AGREEMENT TERM 
 

1. The term of this Second Amendment shall commence upon its execution by the 
parties and thirty (30) days after the receipt by DRSCW of an NPDES permit for a 
DRSCW Agency member owning and/or operating a POTW that contains the 
DRSCW Special Condition NIP Extension.  
 

2. The term of the Parties 2015 AGREEMENT is hereby extended to, and shall expire 
on, December 31, 2030. In the event that NPDES Permit Number IL0031844 may be 
modified or renewed during the extended term of the parties’ AGREEMENT and may 
provide that the COUNTY is no longer obligated in said modified or renewed permit 
to participate in the revised DRSCW local funding program, the parties’ 
AGREEMENT may be terminated by COUNTY upon not less than thirty (30) 
calendar days written notice (delivered by certified mail, return receipt requested) of 
intent to terminate to DRSCW.

3. Except as otherwise provided for herein, the COUNTY agrees to remain an 
Agency member of DRSCW until the expiration of the AGREEMENT and to pay 
dues and project assessments to DRSCW as detailed below.

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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF DUPAGE, ILLINOIS 
AND MICHAEL BAKER INTERNATIONAL, INC. 

FOR PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERING AND GIS SERVICES 
 
 
 This professional services agreement (hereinafter referred to as 
the AGREEMENT), made this tenth day of March, 2026, between the County 
of DuPage, a body corporate and politic, with offices at 421 North 
County Farm Road, Wheaton, Illinois (hereinafter referred to as the 
COUNTY) and MICHAEL BAKER INTERNATIONAL, INC., licensed to do business 
in the State of Illinois, with offices at 200 West Adams Street, Chicago, 
Illinois, Suite 1800, 60606 (hereinafter referred to as the CONSULTANT). 
The COUNTY and the CONSULTANT are hereinafter sometimes individually 
referred to as a “party” or together as the “parties.”  
  
 

RECITALS 
 
 

WHEREAS, the COUNTY by virtue of its power set forth in “Counties 
Code” (55 ILCS 5/5-1001 et seq.) and its authority to manage and 
mitigate the effects of urbanization on stormwater drainage in DuPage 
County pursuant to Chapter 55, paragraph 5/5-1062.3 is authorized to 
enter into this AGREEMENT; and 

 
 WHEREAS, the COUNTY requires professional engineering and 
geospatial programming services for the redevelopment of the County’s 
custom floodplain mapping applications (hereinafter referred to as 
“PROJECT”); and 
  
 WHEREAS, the CONSULTANT has experience and expertise in this area 
and is in the business of providing such professional engineering and 
geospatial programming services and is willing to perform the required 
services for an amount not to exceed $250,000.00; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the CONSULTANT acknowledges that it is qualified to meet 
the requirements of Section 15-127.A.3.a.1, 15-127.A.3.a.2 and Section 
15-127.A.3.a.3 of the DuPage County Countywide Stormwater and Flood 
Plain Ordinance (hereafter “Stormwater Ordinance”) to perform the 
services covered by this AGREEMENT and is in good standing and has not 
been barred from performing professional services; and  
 

WHEREAS, the COUNTY has adopted the Stormwater Management Plan. 
The CONSULTANT acknowledges the necessary oversight to ensure 
compliance with the Plan in the event the PROJECT necessitates this 
scope of work. 

 
 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises, the mutual 
covenants, terms, and conditions herein set forth, and the 
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understandings of each party to the other, the parties do hereby 
mutually covenant, promise and agree as follows: 
  
 
1.0 INCORPORATION AND CONSTRUCTION 
 

1.1 All recitals set forth above are incorporated herein and made 
part thereof, the same constituting the factual basis for 
this AGREEMENT. 
 

1.2 The headings of the paragraphs and subparagraphs of this 
AGREEMENT are inserted for convenience of reference only and 
shall not be deemed to constitute part of this AGREEMENT or 
to affect the construction hereof. 

 
1.3 The exhibits referenced in this AGREEMENT shall be deemed 

incorporated herein and made a part hereof.  
 
 
2.0  SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 

2.1 Services are to be provided by the CONSULTANT according to 
the Scope of Work, specified as Exhibit A, attached hereto. 
The CONSULTANT shall complete all the services set forth in 
said exhibit for the compensation set forth in Section 7.0, 
below, unless otherwise modified as provided herein. 
 

2.2 The CONSULTANT shall prepare and distribute meeting minutes 
within seven (7) days following meetings between the COUNTY 
or other group and the CONSULTANT concerning the PROJECT. 
 

2.3 The COUNTY may, from time to time, request changes in the 
Scope of Work in this AGREEMENT.  Any such changes, including 
any increase or decrease in the CONSULTANT’S compensation and 
Scope of Work, shall be documented by an amendment to this 
AGREEMENT in accordance with Section 14.0 of this AGREEMENT, 
except as allowed in Paragraph 15.3, below.  

 
2.4 The relationship of the CONSULTANT to the COUNTY is that of 

independent contractor, and nothing in this AGREEMENT is 
intended nor shall be construed to create an agency, 
employment, joint venture relationship, or any other 
relationship allowing the COUNTY to exercise control or 
direction over the manner or method by which the CONSULTANT 
or its sub-contractors/sub-consultants provide services 
hereunder. Neither the CONSULTANT nor the CONSULTANT’S 
employees shall be entitled to receive any COUNTY benefits. 
The CONSULTANT shall be solely responsible for the payment of 
all taxes and withholdings required by law which may become

due with regard to any compensation paid by the COUNTY to the 
CONSULTANT. 

 
2.5 Services deemed to be a professional service under this 

AGREEMENT shall be performed and/or supervised by individuals 
licensed to practice by the State of Illinois in the 
applicable professional discipline. 
 

2.6 Neither the CONSULTANT, nor the CONSULTANT’S employees, shall 
be retained as expert witnesses by the COUNTY except as by 
separate agreement. 

 
 
   

3.0 NOTICE TO PROCEED 
 

3.1 Authorization to proceed shall be given on behalf of the 
COUNTY by the Director of Stormwater Management (hereinafter 
referred to as the "Director"), in the form of a written Notice 
to Proceed following execution of this AGREEMENT by the County 
Board Chair. Authorization to proceed with various tasks 
described in Exhibit A will be given to the CONSULTANT by 
representatives of the Division of Transportation. 
 

3.2 In addition to the Notice to Proceed, the Director, or his/her 
designee, may, on behalf of the COUNTY, approve, deny, 
receive, accept or reject any submission, notices or invoices 
from or by the CONSULTANT, as provided for in this AGREEMENT, 
including but limited to, acts performed in accordance with 
Paragraphs 3.3, 4.1, 5.2, 6.1, 7.3, 7.4, 8.2, 8.3, 15.3 and 
21.2, as well as any requirements contained in Exhibits A or 
B and C attached hereto.  
 

3.3 The CONSULTANT shall not perform additional work related to 
a submittal until the COUNTY has completed its review of the 
submittal, unless otherwise directed in writing by the 
Director or his designee.  The CONSULTANT may continue to 
work on items unrelated to the submittal under review by the 
COUNTY.   
 
 

4.0 TECHNICAL SUBCONSULTANTS 
 

4.1 The prior written approval of the COUNTY shall be required 
before the CONSULTANT hires any sub-consultant(s) to complete 
COUNTY-ordered technical or professional tasks or services 
under the terms of this AGREEMENT. COUNTY approval of sub-
consultant(s) includes approval of any new and/or modified 
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employee rates (Exhibit C) and/or fee schedules if permitted  
in Paragraph 7.3. 
 

4.2 The CONSULTANT shall supervise any sub-consultant(s) hired by 
the CONSULTANT and the CONSULTANT shall be solely responsible 
for any and all work performed by said sub-consultant, or 
sub-consultants, in the same manner and with the same 
liability as if performed by the CONSULTANT. 

 
4.3 The CONSULTANT shall require any sub-consultant hired for the 

performance of any work or activity in connection to this 
AGREEMENT to agree and covenant that the sub-consultant also 
meets the terms of Sections 8.0 and 13.0 and Paragraph 26.4 
of this AGREEMENT and shall fully comply therewith while 
engaged by the CONSULTANT in services for the COUNTY on the 
PROJECT. 

 
5.0 TIME FOR PERFORMANCE 

 
5.1 The CONSULTANT shall commence work to meet the requirements 

for professional services on the PROJECT after the COUNTY 
issues its written Notice to Proceed. The COUNTY is not liable 
and will not pay the CONSULTANT for any work performed before 
the date of the Notice to Proceed.   

 
5.2 Unless otherwise defined in Exhibit A the CONSULTANT shall 

submit a schedule for completion of the PROJECT within ten 
(10) days of the written Notice to Proceed.  The schedule is 
subject to approval by the COUNTY.  All of the services 
required hereunder shall be completed by November 30, 2027, 
unless the term of this AGREEMENT is extended in conformity 
with Article 14 below.  
 
 

5.3 If the CONSULTANT is delayed at any time in the progress of 
the work by any act or neglect of the COUNTY or by any employee 
of the COUNTY or by changes ordered by the COUNTY, or any 
other causes beyond the CONSULTANT'S control, the sole remedy 
and allowance shall be an extension of time for completion.  
Such extension shall be that which is determined reasonable 
by the COUNTY upon consultation with the CONSULTANT. The 
CONSULTANT shall accept and bear all other costs, expenses 
and liabilities that may result from such delay. 
 
 

6.0 DELIVERABLES 
 

6.1 The CONSULTANT shall provide the COUNTY on or before the 
expiration of this AGREEMENT, or 14 days after notice of 
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termination or when the Director directs, the deliverables 
specified in Exhibit B. 

 
7.0 COMPENSATION 

 
7.1. The COUNTY shall pay the CONSULTANT for services rendered and 

shall only pay in accordance with the provisions of this 
AGREEMENT.  The COUNTY shall not be obligated to pay for any 
services not in compliance with this AGREEMENT. 

 
7.2. Total payments to the CONSULTANT under the terms of this 

AGREEMENT shall not under any circumstances exceed 
$250,000.00. This amount is a “not to exceed” amount. In the 
event the COUNTY directs the CONSULTANT to perform services  
which would cause the stated amount to be exceeded, the 
CONSULTANT shall not be responsible for such services until 
this AGREEMENT is modified pursuant to Article 14.0. 
 

7.3  For services performed, the COUNTY will pay the CONSULTANT at 
a 2.8 direct labor multiplier applied to the actual hourly 
rates of staff and/or the fee schedule(s) as incorporated 
herein.  The multiplier shall include the cost of overhead 
and profit. A chart listing the hourly rate ranges for the 
CONSULTANT’S staff and approved sub-consultant’s staff, 
identified by classification, is attached and incorporated 
hereto as Exhibit C.  The CONSULTANT may request adjustments 
to the hourly rate ranges and additions or deletions to the 
position classifications to/from Exhibit C which will be 
subject to approval by the COUNTY provided the adjustment(s) 
do not exceed the total compensation as stated herein and 
subject to the terms in 7.3(b) below.  The COUNTY retains the 
authority to limit the maximum rate per classification on 
Exhibit C. It is the sole responsibility of the CONSULTANT to 
provide the COUNTY with a current Exhibit C (including Exhibit 
C for approved sub-consultant(s)) when invoices are submitted 
for the PROJECT.   
 

  7.3.a  Reserved 
 

7.3.b If this AGREEMENT or a modification thereto authorizes 
the CONSULTANT to alter its fees, such fee changes 
shall be subject to the following unless otherwise 
provided in the AGREEMENT: (i) The CONSULTANT may only 
change the fees stated in Exhibit C once per calendar 
year; (ii) fees may not be changed prior to one 
hundred twenty (120) days from the date of execution 
of this AGREEMENT or from the date of any previous 
fee change; and (iii) the CONSULTANT shall provide 
the COUNTY with forty-five (45) days’ notice of any 
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proposed fee change. The CONSULTANT shall not invoice 
the COUNTY at an increased fee without compliance to 
the notice requirements listed above.  

 
7.4 Direct costs, which are included in the total fees referenced 

in paragraph 7.3 above, are expenses for supplies and 
materials to be paid for by the COUNTY for completion of all 
services that is the subject of this AGREEMENT as referenced 
on the attached Direct Costs Check Sheet (BDE436, marked as 
Exhibit D) made a part hereof and incorporated herein by 
reference. The COUNTY shall pay direct costs referenced on 
the Direct Costs Check Sheet without any markups added and 
the CONSULTANT shall include copies of receipts for all direct 
expenses more than $25 from suppliers for expendable 
materials with its invoice to the COUNTY.   

 
7.5 If the scope of work for this AGREEMENT includes the use of 

job classifications covered by the prevailing rate of wages, 
the prevailing rate must be reflected in the cost estimate 
for this AGREEMENT.  The rates have been ascertained and 
certified by the Illinois Department of Labor for the locality  
in which work is to be performed.  If the Illinois Department 
of Labor revises the prevailing rates of wages to be paid, as 
listed in the specification of rates, the CONSULTANT may not 
pay less than the revised rates of wages.  Current wage rate 
information shall be obtained by calling the Illinois 
Department of Labor at 312-793-2814 or visiting the web site 
at http://www.state.il.us/agency/idol/. It is the 
responsibility of the CONSULTANT to review the rates 
applicable to the work in this AGREEMENT, at regular 
intervals, in order to ensure the timely payment of current 
rates.  Provision of this information to the CONSULTANT, by 
means of the Illinois Department of Labor web site, satisfies 
the notification of revisions by the COUNTY to the CONSULTANT 
pursuant to the Act, and the CONSULTANT agrees that no 
additional notice is required.  The CONSULTANT shall notify 
each of its sub-consultants of the revised rates of wages. 
 

7.6 The CONSULTANT shall submit invoices, for services rendered 
including any allowable expenses, to the COUNTY.  All invoices 
shall include a remittance address. The COUNTY shall not be 
required to pay the CONSULTANT more often than monthly.  Each 
invoice shall be submitted in a format agreed to in advance 
by the COUNTY.  Each invoice shall also include a progress 
report that describes work completed for the invoice period, 
anticipated work for the next invoice period, outstanding 
issues or items that require a response, whether the work is 
progressing according to the approved schedule, and a 
discussion of the budget status. The CONSULTANT shall be 
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required to submit a monthly progress report to the COUNTY 
even if a monthly invoice is not submitted to the COUNTY.  
The CONSULTANT shall provide the COUNTY with a valid taxpayer 
identification number prior to making any request for 
compensation.  Payment will not be made for services completed 
or expenses incurred more than six-months (180 days) prior to 
submission of any invoice and any statute of limitations to 
the contrary is hereby waived.  When requested by the COUNTY, 
the CONSULTANT shall submit certified time sheets as 
additional documentation for the invoiced services.  

 
7.7 Upon approval of properly documented invoices, the COUNTY 

shall reimburse the CONSULTANT the amount invoiced for 
services completed in accordance with this AGREEMENT, 
provided that the amount invoiced together with the amounts 
of previous partial payments do not exceed the total 
compensation specified in this AGREEMENT. The COUNTY may not 
deny a properly documented claim for compensation, in whole 
or in part, without cause. The COUNTY shall pay all invoices 
pursuant to 50 ILCS 505, “Local Government Prompt Payment 
Act.”  

 
7.8 In the event of any overcharge by the CONSULTANT, the 

CONSULTANT shall refund the COUNTY within thirty (30) days of 
discovery of said overcharge by the CONSULTANT or notice to 
the CONSULTANT by the COUNTY. The COUNTY reserves the right 
to offset any overcharges against any amounts due and owing 
the CONSULTANT under this or any other AGREEMENT between the 
parties. The COUNTY shall be entitled to the statutory 
interest rate for judgments under Illinois law for any 
overcharges not timely refunded (or credited) in accord with 
this provision, which interest shall be in addition to any 
other remedies the COUNTY may have under the law or this 
AGREEMENT. 

 
7.9 Upon acceptance of all deliverables specified in Exhibit A 

and B of this AGREEMENT, final payment shall be made to the 
CONSULTANT, including any retainage.  

 
 

8.0 CONSULTANT'S INSURANCE 
 

8.1  The CONSULTANT shall maintain, at its sole expense, insurance 
coverage including: 

 
8.1.a  Worker's Compensation Insurance in statutory amounts. 
 

8.1.b  Employer's Liability Insurance in an amount not less 
than one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) each 
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accident/injury and one million ($1,000,000.00) 
dollars each employee/disease. 

 
8.1.c  Commercial (Comprehensive) General Liability 

Insurance, (including contractual liability) with a 
limit of not less than three million dollars 
($3,000,000.00) aggregate; including limits of not 
less than two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) per 
occurrence, and one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) 
excess liability.  An Endorsement must also be 
provided naming the County of DuPage c/o the Director 
of Transportation/County Engineer, DuPage County 
Division of Transportation, its’ Officers, Elected 
Officials and employees, 421 N. County Farm Rd., 
Wheaton, IL  60187, as an additional insured.  This 
additional insured endorsement is to be on a primary 
and non-contributory basis and include a waiver of 
subrogation endorsement. 

 
8.1.d  Commercial (Comprehensive) Automobile  Liability 

Insurance with minimum limits of at least one million 
dollars ($1,000,000.00) for any one person and one 
million dollars ($1,000,000.00) for any one occurrence 
of death, bodily injury or property damage in the 
aggregate annually.  An Endorsement must also be 
provided naming the County of DuPage c/o the Director 
of Transportation/County Engineer, DuPage County 
Division of Transportation, its’ Officers, Elected 
Officials and employees, 421 N. County Farm Rd., 
Wheaton, IL  60187, as an additional insured. This 
additional insured endorsement is to be on a primary 
and non-contributory basis and include a waiver of 
subrogation endorsement. 

 
8.1.e  Professional Liability Insurance (Errors and 

Omissions) shall be provided with minimum limits of at 
least one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) per 
incident/two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) aggregate 
during the term of this AGREEMENT and shall be 
maintained in the form of an additional endorsement 
for a period of four (4) years after the date of the 
final payment for this AGREEMENT.  The CONSULTANT 
shall provide the COUNTY endorsements at the beginning 
of each year evidencing same or a new carrier policy 
that has a retroactive date prior to the date of this 
AGREEMENT. 

 
8.2  It shall be the duty of the CONSULTANT to provide to the 

COUNTY copies of the CONSULTANT'S Certificates of Insurance, 
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as well as all applicable coverage and cancellation 
endorsements before issuance of a Notice to Proceed. It is 
the further duty of the CONSULTANT to immediately notify the 
COUNTY if any insurance required under this AGREEMENT has 
been cancelled, materially changed, or renewal has been 
refused, and the CONSULTANT shall immediately suspend all 
work in progress and take the necessary steps to purchase, 
maintain and provide the required insurance coverage.  If a 
suspension of work should occur due to insurance 
requirements, upon verification by the COUNTY of the 
CONSULTANT curing any breach of its required insurance 
coverage, the COUNTY shall notify the CONSULTANT that the 
CONSULTANT can resume work under this AGREEMENT. The 
CONSULTANT shall accept and bear all costs that may result 
from the cancellation of this AGREEMENT due to CONSULTANT’S 
failure to provide and maintain the required insurance. 

 
8.3  The coverage limits required under subparagraphs 8.1.c and 

8.1.d above may be satisfied through a combination of primary 
and excess coverage.  The insurance required to be purchased 
and maintained by the CONSULTANT shall be provided by an 
insurance company acceptable to the COUNTY, and except for 
the insurance required in subparagraph 8.1.e licensed to do 
business in the State of Illinois; and shall include at least 
the specific coverage and be written for not less than the 
limits of the liability specified herein or required by law 
or regulation whichever is greater; and shall be so endorsed 
that the coverage afforded will not be canceled or materially 
changed until at least thirty (30) days prior written notice 
has been given to the COUNTY except for cancellation due to 
non-payment of premium for which at least fifteen (15) days 
prior written notice (five days allowed for mailing time) has 
been given to the COUNTY.  If the CONSULTANT is satisfying 
insurance required through a combination of primary and 
excess coverage, the CONSULTANT shall require that said 
excess/umbrella liability policy include in the “Who is 
Insured” pages of the excess/umbrella policy wording such as 
“Any other person or organization you have agreed in a written 
contract to provide additional insurance” or wording to that 
effect.  The CONSULTANT shall provide a copy of said section 
of the excess/umbrella liability policy upon request by the 
COUNTY.   

 
8.4  The CONSULTANT shall require all approved sub-consultants, 

anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by  
 

anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable under this 
AGREEMENT to maintain the same insurance required of the 
CONSULTANT, including naming the COUNTY as an additional 
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insured in the same coverage types and amounts as the 
CONSULTANT, per Section 8.0.  The COUNTY retains the right to 
obtain evidence of sub-consultants insurance coverage at any 
time. 

 
 

9.0 INDEMNIFICATION 
 

9.1 The CONSULTANT shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend the 
COUNTY, its officials, officers, agents, and employees from 
and against all liability, claims, suits, demands, 
proceedings and actions, including costs, fees and expense of 
defense, arising from, growing out of, or related to, any 
loss, damage, injury, death, or loss or damage to property 
resulting from, or connected with, the CONSULTANT'S negligent 
or willful acts, errors or omissions in its performance under 
this AGREEMENT. 
 
 

9.2 Nothing contained herein shall be construed as prohibiting 
the COUNTY, its officials, directors, officer and employees 
from defending through the selection and use of their own 
agents, attorneys and experts, any claims, suits, demands, 
proceedings and actions brought against them. Pursuant to 
Illinois law, any attorney representing the COUNTY, under 
this paragraph or paragraph 9.1, who is not already an 
Assistant State’s Attorney, is to be appointed a Special 
Assistant State’s Attorney, in accordance with the applicable 
law. The COUNTY’S participation in its defense shall not 
remove the CONSULTANT’S duty to indemnify, defend, and hold 
the COUNTY harmless, as set forth above. 

 
9.3 The CONSULTANT’S indemnification of the COUNTY shall survive 

the termination, or expiration, of this AGREEMENT. 
 

9.4 The COUNTY does not waive, by these indemnity requirements, 
any defenses or protections under the Local Governmental and 
Governmental Employees Tort Immunity Act (745 ILCS 10/1 et 
seq.) or otherwise available to it, or to the CONSULTANT, 
under the law. 
 
 
  

10.0 SATISFACTORY PERFORMANCE 
 

10.1 The COUNTY is entering into an AGREEMENT with this CONSULTANT 
because the CONSULTANT professes to the COUNTY that it will 
employ the standard of care within its profession in the 
performance of the services herein contracted.  Accordingly, 
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the CONSULTANT’S and sub-consultant(s) standard of 
performance under the terms of this AGREEMENT shall be that 
which is to the satisfaction of the COUNTY and meets the 
quality and standards commonly provided by similar 
professional engineering firms practicing in the COUNTY and 
the State of Illinois. 

 
10.2 In the event there are no similar professional firms 

practicing in DuPage County, Illinois, with respect to the 
type of work for which this CONSULTANT has been engaged, the 
CONSULTANT'S services shall be performed in a manner 
consistent with the customary skill and care of its 
profession. 

 
10.3 If any errors, omissions, or acts, intentional or negligent, 

are made by the CONSULTANT, or its’ sub-consultant(s), in any 
phase of the work, the correction of which requires additional 
field or office work, the CONSULTANT shall be required to 
perform such additional work as may be necessary to remedy 
same without undue delay and without charge to the COUNTY. In 
the event any errors or omissions are detected after the 
expiration or termination of the AGREEMENT, the CONSULTANT 
may at the COUNTY’S option have the responsibility to cure 
same under this provision.  

 
10.4 Acceptance of the work shall not relieve the CONSULTANT 
of the responsibility for the quality of its work, nor its 
liability for loss or damage resulting from any errors, 
omissions, or negligent or willful acts by the CONSULTANT or 
its sub-consultants. However, to the fullest extent permitted 
by law, the Parties expressly agree that Neither Party shall 
be liable to the other for any special, incidental, indirect, 
exemplary or consequential loss, damage, expense or cost 
(including, without limitation, loss of use, revenue, income, 
profit, financing, business and/or reputation) arising out of 
or relating in any way to the Agreement, Services or Project. 

 
 
 

11.0 BREACH OF CONTRACT 
 
11.1 In the event of any breach of this AGREEMENT, the non-

breaching party shall give notice to the breaching party 
stating with particularity the nature of the alleged breach, 
and the breaching party shall be allowed a reasonable 
opportunity to cure said breach.  Either party’s failure to 
timely cure any breach of this AGREEMENT shall relieve the 
other party of the requirement to give thirty (30) days’ 
notice for termination of this AGREEMENT in accordance with  
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Paragraph 16.1, below, and in such a case,  ten (10) days’ 
written notice  to the breaching party is sufficient notice. 
Notwithstanding the above term, the CONSULTANT’S failure to 
maintain insurance in accordance with Section 8.0, above, or 
in the event of any of the contingencies described in 
Paragraph 16.1 below, shall be grounds for the COUNTY’S 
immediate termination of this AGREEMENT.  Any breach of any 
covenant or term of this AGREEMENT by one or more of the 
CONSULTANT’S sub-consultants shall be deemed a breach by 
CONSULTANT subject to the terms of this AGREEMENT. 

 
 

12.0 OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS 
 

12.1 The CONSULTANT agrees that any and all deliverables prepared 
for the COUNTY under the terms of this AGREEMENT shall be 
properly arranged, indexed and delivered to the COUNTY as 
provided in paragraph 6.1.  An electronic copy of all 
applicable deliverables, in a format designated by the 
COUNTY’S representative, shall be provided to the COUNTY. 

 
12.2 The documents and materials made or maintained under this 

AGREEMENT shall be and will remain the property of the COUNTY 
which shall have the right to use same without restriction or 
limitation and without compensation to the CONSULTANT other 
than as provided in this AGREEMENT.  The CONSULTANT waives 
any copyright interest in said deliverables. 
 

12.3 The COUNTY acknowledges that the use of information that 
becomes the property of the COUNTY pursuant to Paragraph 12.2, 
for purposes other than those contemplated in this AGREEMENT, 
shall be at the COUNTY'S sole risk. 
 

12.4 The CONSULTANT may, at its sole expense, reproduce and 
maintain copies of deliverables provided to the COUNTY. 
 
 

13.0 COMPLIANCE WITH THE LAW AND OTHER AUTHORITIES 
 

13.1 The CONSULTANT, and sub-consultant(s), shall comply with 
Federal, State and Local statutes, ordinances and regulations 
and obtain permits, licenses, or other mandated approvals, 
whenever applicable. 
 

13.2 The CONSULTANT, and sub-consultant(s), shall not discriminate 
against any worker, job applicant, employee or any member of 
the public, because of race, creed, color, sex, age, handicap, 
or national origin, or otherwise commit an unfair employment 
practice.  The CONSULTANT, and sub-consultant(s), shall 
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comply with the provisions of the Illinois Human Rights Act, 
as amended, 775 ILCS 5/-101, et seq., and with all rules and 
regulations established by the Department of Human Rights. 

 
13.3 The CONSULTANT, by its signature on this AGREEMENT, certifies 

that it has not been barred from being awarded a contract or 
subcontract under the Illinois Procurement Code, 30 ILCS 
500/1-1, et seq.; and further certifies that it has not been 
barred from contracting with a unit of State or local 
government as a result of a violation of Section 33E-3 or 
33E-4 of the Illinois Criminal Code (Illinois Compiled 
Statutes, Chapter 720, paragraph 5/33E-3). 
 

13.4 The CONSULTANT, by its signature on this AGREEMENT, certifies 
that no payment, gratuity or offer of employment, except as 
permitted by the Illinois State Gift Ban Act and the County 
of DuPage Ethics Ordinance, was made by or to the CONSULTANT,  
or CONSULTANT’S personnel, in relation to this AGREEMENT.  
The CONSULTANT has also executed the attached Ethics 
Disclosure Statement that is made a part hereof and agrees to 
update contribution information on an ongoing basis during 
the life of the AGREEMENT as required by said Ordinance.  
 

13.5 The CONSULTANT covenants that it has no conflicting public or 
private interest and shall not acquire directly or indirectly 
any such interest which would conflict in any manner with the 
performance of the CONSULTANT'S services under this 
AGREEMENT. 

 
13.6 In accordance with the Vendor Information Reporting Act (35 

ILCS 200/18-50.2), the COUNTY is required to collect and 
electronically publish data from all consultants and 
subconsultants as to: (1) whether they are a minority-owned, 
women-owned or veteran-owned business as defined by the 
Business Enterprise for Minorities, Women and Persons with 
Disabilities Act (30 ILCS 575/.01 et seq.); and (2) whether 
the consultant or any subconsultants are self-certifying or 
whether they hold certifications for those above-referenced 
categories. If self-certifying, the consultants and 
subconsultants shall disclose whether they qualify as a small 
business under federal Small Business Administration 
standards.

14.0 MODIFICATION OR AMENDMENT 

 
14.1 The parties may modify or amend terms of this AGREEMENT only 

by a written document duly approved and executed by both 
parties. 
 

14.2 The CONSULTANT agrees to submit changes for Scope of Work or 
compensation on a COUNTY designated form. 

 
 

 
15.0 TERM OF THIS AGREEMENT 

 
15.1 The term of this AGREEMENT shall begin on the date the 

AGREEMENT is fully executed, and shall continue in full force 
and effect until the earlier of the following occurs: 
 
(a) The termination of this AGREEMENT in accordance with the 

terms of Section 16.0, or 
 
(b) The expiration of this AGREEMENT on November 30, 2027, 

or to a new date agreed upon by the parties, or  
 
(c) The completion by the CONSULTANT and the COUNTY of their 

respective obligations under this AGREEMENT, in the 
event such completion occurs before November 30, 2027. 

 
15.2 The CONSULTANT shall not perform any work under this AGREEMENT 

after the expiration date set forth in Paragraph 15.1(b), 
above or after the early termination of this AGREEMENT. The 
COUNTY is not liable and will not reimburse the CONSULTANT 
for any work performed after the expiration or termination 
date of the AGREEMENT.  However, nothing herein shall be 
construed so as to relieve the COUNTY of its obligation to 
pay the CONSULTANT for work satisfactorily performed prior to 
expiration or termination of the AGREEMENT and delivered in 
accordance with Paragraph 6.1, above. 

 
15.3 The term for performing this AGREEMENT may be amended by a 

Change Order, or other COUNTY designated form, signed by both 
parties without formal amendment pursuant to paragraph 14.1 
above. 
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16.0 TERMINATION  
 

16.1 Except as otherwise set forth in this AGREEMENT, either party 
shall have the right to terminate this AGREEMENT for any cause 
or without cause thirty (30) days after having served written 
notice upon the other party, except in the event of 
CONSULTANT’S failure to maintain suitable insurance at the 
requisite coverage amounts, insolvency, bankruptcy or 
receivership, or if the CONSULTANT is barred from contracting 
with any unit of government, or is subsequently convicted or 
charged with a violation of any of the statutes or ordinances 
identified in Section 13.0, above, in which case termination 
shall be effective immediately upon receipt of notice from 
COUNTY at COUNTY’S election. 

 
16.2 Upon such termination, the liabilities of the parties to this 

AGREEMENT shall cease, but they shall not be relieved of the 
duty to perform their obligations up to the date of 
termination, or to pay for services rendered prior to 
termination.  There shall be no termination expenses. 

 
16.3 Upon termination of the AGREEMENT, all data, work products, 

reports and documents produced because of this AGREEMENT 
shall become the property of the COUNTY.  Further, the 
CONSULTANT shall provide all deliverables within fourteen 
(14) days of termination of this AGREEMENT in accordance with 
the other provisions of this AGREEMENT.  
 
 

17.0 ENTIRE AGREEMENT 
 

17.1 This AGREEMENT, including matters incorporated herein, 
contains the entire agreement between the parties. 
 

17.2 There are no other covenants, warranties, representations, 
promises, conditions or understandings; either oral or 
written, other than those contained herein. 
 

17.3 This AGREEMENT may be executed in one or more counterparts, 
each of which shall for all purposes be deemed to be an 
original and all of which shall constitute the same 
instrument. 

 
17.4 In event of a conflict between the terms or conditions of 

this AGREEMENT and any term or condition found in any exhibit 
or attachment, the terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT 
shall prevail. 
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18.0 ASSIGNMENT 
 

18.1 Either party may assign this AGREEMENT provided, however, the 
other party shall first approve such assignment, in writing. 

 
 

19.0 SEVERABILITY 
 

19.1 In the event any provision of this AGREEMENT is held to be 
unenforceable or invalid for any reason, the enforceability 
thereof shall not affect the remainder of the AGREEMENT. The 
remainder of this AGREEMENT shall be construed as if not 
containing the particular provision and shall continue in 
full force, effect, and enforceability, in accordance with 
its terms. 

 
19.2 In the event of the contingency described in Paragraph 19.1, 

above, the parties shall make a good faith effort to amend 
this AGREEMENT pursuant to Paragraph 14.1, above, in order to 
remedy and, or, replace any provision declared unenforceable 
or invalid. 

 
 

20.0 GOVERNING LAW 
 

20.1 The laws of the State of Illinois shall govern this AGREEMENT 
as to both interpretation and performance. 
 

20.2 The venue for resolving any disputes concerning the parties’ 
respective performance under this AGREEMENT shall be the 
Judicial Circuit Court for DuPage County.

TASK 1 :  PROJECT MANAGEMENT 
 
TASK 2:  PROGRESS MEETINGS AND ENVIRONMENT ACCESS 
 
TASK 3:  REQUIREMENTS AND DESIGN 
 
Requirements Gathering 
Building upon the requirements gathering activities that were completed during the application 
evaluation phase of this project we will meet with the four groups identified as key stakeholders for this 
application including viewers, editors, GIS administrators, and developers. Our goal during these 
meetings will be to discuss the recommendations and implementation plan in detail, capture any 
additional requirements that need to be included, and gather feedback directly from users. 
Following these meetings, our team will review, organize, and document all requirements so that they 
can be referenced throughout implementation and included in user guides. 
 
Solution Architecture and Design 
Our team will conduct a comprehensive of the current state of the DuPage County GIS environment and 
produce detailed solution architecture diagrams and supporting documentation that define the proposed 
Azure‑based deployment architecture across development, staging, and production environments. 
The resulting architecture will document platform services, infrastructure and resource specifications, 
software components, server IPs/names and configurations, network topology, security boundaries, and 
connectivity, CI/CD pipelines, source code repositories, and the end‑to‑end application architecture. 
This includes application layering, code frameworks and libraries, runtime environments, configuration 
and secrets management, integration patterns, authentication and authorization flows, logging and 
monitoring and data flows across system components.

Once access is established and the environment is explored, our team will develop a comprehensive plan 
for organizing Stormwater tool content within ArcGIS Enterprise, including:

This plan and our recommendations will be developed in conjunction with the DuPage County GIS 
department and discussions will be included in our requirements gathering meetings.

The application will be registered with ArcGIS Enterprise and integrated with Enterprise OAuth/SSO 
for access control and permissions.

6.1 The CONSULTANT shall provide the COUNTY on or before the expiration of this 

AGREEMENT, or within fourteen (14) days following a notice of termination, or 

when the Director directs, the deliverables specified in Exhibit "B” [or] approved 

Work Order(s), [or] as otherwise agreed to by the COUNTY and CONSULTANT.  

 

 

7.0 COMPENSATION.  

 

7.1 The COUNTY shall pay the CONSULTANT for services rendered and shall only 

pay in accordance with the provisions of this AGREEMENT. The COUNTY shall 

not be obligated to pay for any services not in compliance with this AGREEMENT.  

 

7.2 Total payments to the CONSULTANT under the terms of this AGREEMENT shall 

not, under any circumstances, exceed three hundred fifty thousand dollars and no 

cents ($350,000.00). This amount is a “not to exceed” amount. In the event the 

COUNTY directs CONSULTANT to do work which would cause the stated 

amount to be exceeded, the CONSULTANT shall not be responsible for such work 

until this AGREEMENT is modified pursuant to Article 14.0.   

 

7.3 For work performed, the COUNTY will pay based on the fee schedule(s) as 

incorporated herein. The labor rates include the CONSULTANT’s cost of 

overhead, profit and incidental costs. A schedule of the hourly rates for 

CONSULTANT’s staff, and approved sub-consultant’s technical or professional 

staff, identified by position or assignment, is attached and incorporated hereto as 

Exhibit “C.”  The CONSULTANT may request adjustments to the hourly rate 

ranges and additions or deletions to the position classifications to/from Exhibit C 

which will be subject to approval by the COUNTY provided the adjustment(s) to 

not exceed the total compensation as stated herein.  The COUNTY retains the 

authority to limit the maximum rate per classification for any additions to 

classifications listed on Exhibit C, including Exhibit C for approved sub-

consultant(s), when invoices are submitted for the approved work. 

 

 7.3.a  If overtime/weekend/holiday (o/w/h) rates are expressly allowed under the 

AGREEMENT, but such rates are not otherwise specified, the o/w/h rate 

for each category shall be no more than one hundred fifty percent (150%) 

of the stated normal rate for that category. 

The o/w/h rate, when allowed, shall only be permitted if any 

CONSULTANT personnel have worked more than 40 hours in a given 

week (Sunday-Saturday) on the PROJECT or Work Order(s).  

  

 7.3.b If this AGREEMENT or a modification thereto authorizes the 

CONSULTANT to alter its fees, such fee changes shall be subject to the 
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following unless otherwise provided in the AGREEMENT: (i) The 

CONSULTANT may only change the fees stated in Exhibit C once per 

calendar year; (ii) fees may not be changed prior to one hundred twenty 

(120) days from the date of execution of this AGREEMENT or from the 

date of any previous fee change; and (iii) the CONSULTANT shall provide 

the COUNTY with forty-five (45) days’ notice of any proposed fee change. 

The CONSULTANT shall not invoice the COUNTY at an increased fee 

without compliance to the notice requirements listed above 

 

7.4 Direct expenses are costs for supplies and materials to be paid for by the COUNTY 

for completion of all work defined in Exhibit A. For direct expenses, including 

supplies, materials, photocopying, postage/shipping, and other costs directly related 

to the specific reports and presentations as required by the COUNTY, the 

COUNTY shall pay on an actual cost basis without any markup added. 

 

  7.4.a  For all direct expenses costing more than $25.00, the 

CONSULTANT shall include with its invoice to the COUNTY, as 

documentation of such expenses, copies of receipts from the 

Consultant’s vendors indicating the price(s) paid by Consultant for 

such expensed materials and/or items.   

 

  7.4.b CONSULTANT shall not include computer and vehicle charges 

(including mileage) as direct expenses, unless specifically pre-

approved in writing by the COUNTY on a case-by-case basis. 

 

7.5 If the scope of work for this AGREEMENT includes the use of job classifications 

covered by the prevailing rate of wages, the prevailing rate must be reflected in the 

cost estimate for this AGREEMENT.  The rates have been ascertained and certified 

by the Illinois Department of Labor for the locality in which work is to be 

performed.  If the Illinois Department of Labor revises the prevailing rates of wages 

to be paid, as listed in the specification of rates, the CONSULTANT may not pay 

less than the revised rates of wages.  Current wage rate information shall be 

obtained by visiting the Illinois Department of Labor web site at 

http://www.state.il.us/agency/idol/ or calling 312-793-2814.  It is the responsibility 

of the CONSULTANT to review the rates applicable to the work in this 

AGREEMENT, at regular intervals, in order to insure the timely payment of current 

rates.  Provision of this information to the CONSULTANT, by means of the Illinois 

Department of Labor web site, satisfies the notification of revisions by the 

COUNTY to the CONSULTANT pursuant to the Act, and the CONSULTANT 

agrees that no additional notice is required.  The CONSULTANT shall notify each 

of its sub-consultants of the revised rates of wages. 
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7.6 The CONSULTANT shall submit invoices, for services rendered including any 

allowable expenses, to the COUNTY.  All invoices shall include a remittance 

address. The COUNTY shall not be required to pay the CONSULTANT more often 

than monthly.  Each invoice shall be submitted in a format agreed to in advance by 

the COUNTY.  Separate invoices shall be submitted for each approved Work Order 

and each invoice shall also include a progress report that describes work completed 

for the invoice period, anticipated work for the next invoice period, outstanding 

issues or items that require a response, whether the work is progressing according 

to the approved schedule, and a discussion of the budget status. The 

CONSULTANT shall be required to submit a monthly progress report to the 

COUNTY even if a monthly invoice is not submitted to the COUNTY.  The 

CONSULTANT shall provide the COUNTY with a valid taxpayer identification 

number prior to making any request for compensation.  Payment will not be made 

for services completed or expenses incurred more than six-months (180 days) prior 

to submission of any invoice and any statute of limitations to the contrary is hereby 

waived.  When requested by the COUNTY, the CONSULTANT shall submit 

certified time sheets as additional documentation for the invoiced services.  

 

7.7 Upon approval of properly documented invoices, the COUNTY shall reimburse the 

CONSULTANT the amount invoiced for services completed in accordance with 

this AGREEMENT, provided that the amount invoiced together with the amounts 

of previous partial payments do not exceed the total compensation specified in this 

AGREEMENT. The COUNTY may not deny a properly documented claim for 

compensation, in whole or in part, without cause. The COUNTY shall pay all 

invoices pursuant to 50 ILCS 505, “Local Government Prompt Payment Act. 

 

7.8 In the event of any overcharge by the CONSULTANT, the CONSULTANT shall 

refund the COUNTY within thirty (30) days of discovery of said overcharge by the 

CONSULTANT or notice to the CONSULTANT by the COUNTY. The COUNTY 

reserves the right to offset any overcharges against any amounts due and owing the 

CONSULTANT under this or any other AGREEMENT between the parties. The 

COUNTY shall be entitled to the statutory interest rate for judgments under Illinois 

law for any overcharges not timely refunded (or credited) in accord with this 

provision, which interest shall be in addition to any other remedies the COUNTY 

may have under the law or this AGREEMENT.  

 

7.9 Upon acceptance of all deliverables specified in Exhibit B of this AGREEMENT 

[or] by approved Work Order(s), final payment shall be made to the 

CONSULTANT, including any retainage. 
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8.0 CONSULTANT'S INSURANCE 

 

8.1  The CONSULTANT shall maintain, at its sole expense, insurance coverage including: 

 

8.1.a  Worker's Compensation Insurance in the statutory amounts. 

 

8.1.b  Employer's Liability Insurance in an amount of one million dollars 

($1,000,000.00) each accident/injury and one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) each 

employee/disease. 

 

8.1.c  Commercial (Comprehensive) General Liability Insurance, (including 

contractual liability) with a limit of three million dollars ($3,000,000.00) aggregate; 

including limits of two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) per occurrence, and one 

million dollars ($1,000,000.00) excess liability.  An Endorsement must also be 

provided naming the County of DuPage c/o the Director of 

Transportation/County Engineer, DuPage County Division of Transportation, 

its’ Officers, Elected Officials and employees, 421 N. County Farm Rd., 

Wheaton, IL  60187, as an additional insured.  This additional insured 

endorsement is to be on a primary and non-contributory basis and include a 

waiver of subrogation endorsement. 

 

8.1.d  Commercial (Comprehensive) Automobile  Liability Insurance with 

minimum limits of one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) for any one person and one 

million dollars ($1,000,000.00) for any one occurrence of death, bodily injury or 

property damage in the aggregate annually.  An Endorsement must also be 

provided naming the County of DuPage c/o the Director of 

Transportation/County Engineer, DuPage County Division of Transportation, 

its’ Officers, Elected Officials and employees, 421 N. County Farm Rd., 

Wheaton, IL  60187, as an additional insured. This additional insured 

endorsement is to be on a primary and non-contributory basis and include a 

waiver of subrogation endorsement. 

 

8.1.e  Professional Liability Insurance (Errors and Omissions) shall be provided 

with minimum limits of one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) per claim/two million 

dollars ($2,000,000.00) aggregate during the term of this AGREEMENT and shall 

be maintained in the form of an additional endorsement for a period of four (4) 

years after the date of the final payment for this AGREEMENT.  The 

CONSULTANT shall provide the COUNTY endorsements at the beginning of each 

year evidencing same or a new carrier policy that has a retroactive date prior to the 

date of this AGREEMENT. 

 

8.2  It shall be the duty of the CONSULTANT to provide to the COUNTY copies of 

the CONSULTANT'S Certificates of Insurance, as well as all applicable coverage 

and cancellation endorsements before issuance of a Notice to Proceed. It is the 
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further duty of the CONSULTANT to immediately notify the COUNTY if any 

insurance required under this AGREEMENT has been cancelled, materially 

changed, or renewal has been refused, and the CONSULTANT shall immediately 

suspend all work in progress and take the necessary steps to purchase, maintain and 

provide the required insurance coverage.  If a suspension of work should occur due 

to insurance requirements, upon verification by the COUNTY of the 

CONSULTANT curing any breach of its required insurance coverage, the 

COUNTY shall notify the CONSULTANT that the CONSULTANT can resume 

work under this AGREEMENT. The CONSULTANT shall accept and bear all 

costs that may result from the cancellation of this AGREEMENT due to 

CONSULTANT’S failure to provide and maintain the required insurance. 

 

8.3   The coverage limits required under subparagraphs 8.1.c and 8.1.d above may be 

satisfied through a combination of primary and excess coverage.  The insurance 

required to be purchased and maintained by the CONSULTANT shall be provided 

by an insurance company acceptable to the COUNTY, and except for the insurance 

required in subparagraph 8.1.e licensed to do business in the State of Illinois; and 

shall include at least the specific coverage and be written for not less than the limits 

of the liability specified herein or required by law or regulation whichever is 

greater; and shall be so endorsed that the coverage afforded will not be canceled or 

materially changed until at least thirty (30) days prior written notice has been given 

to the COUNTY except for cancellation due to non-payment of premium for which 

at least fifteen (15) days prior written notice (five days allowed for mailing time) 

has been given to the COUNTY.  If the CONSULTANT is satisfying insurance 

required through a combination of primary and excess coverage, the 

CONSULTANT shall require that said excess/umbrella liability policy include in 

the “Who is Insured” pages of the excess/umbrella policy wording such as “Any 

other person or organization you have agreed in a written contract to provide 

additional insurance” or wording to that effect.  The CONSULTANT shall provide 

a copy of said section of the excess/umbrella liability policy upon request by the 

COUNTY.   

 

8.4  The CONSULTANT shall require all approved sub-consultants, anyone directly or 

indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may 

be liable under this AGREEMENT to maintain the same insurance required of the 

CONSULTANT, including naming the COUNTY as an additional insured in the 

same coverage types and amounts as the CONSULTANT, per Section 8.0.  The 

COUNTY retains the right to obtain evidence of sub-consultants insurance 

coverage at any time. 
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9.0 INDEMNIFICATION 

 

9.1 The CONSULTANT shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend the COUNTY, its 

officials, officers, agents, and employees from and against all liability, claims, suits, 

demands, proceedings and actions, including costs, fees and expense of defense, 

arising from, growing out of, or related to, any loss, damage, injury, death, or loss 

or damage to property resulting from, or connected with, the CONSULTANT'S 

negligent or willful acts, errors or omissions in its performance under this 

AGREEMENT. 

 

9.2 Nothing contained herein shall be construed as prohibiting the COUNTY, its 

officials, directors, officer and employees from defending through the selection and 

use of their own agents, attorneys and experts, any claims, suits, demands, 

proceedings and actions brought against them. Pursuant to Illinois law, any attorney 

representing the COUNTY, under this paragraph or paragraph 9.1, who is not 

already an Assistant State’s Attorney, is to be appointed a Special Assistant State’s 

Attorney, in accordance with the applicable law. The COUNTY’S participation in 

its defense shall not remove the CONSULTANT’S duty to indemnify, defend, and 

hold the COUNTY harmless, as set forth above. 

 

9.3 Any indemnity as provided in this AGREEMENT shall not be limited by reason of 

the enumeration of any insurance coverage herein provided.  The 

CONSULTANT’S indemnification of the COUNTY shall survive the termination, 

or expiration, of this AGREEMENT. 

 

9.4 The COUNTY does not waive, by these indemnity requirements, any defenses or 

protections under the Local Governmental and Governmental Employees Tort 

Immunity Act (745 ILCS 10/1 et seq.) or otherwise available to it, or to the 

CONSULTANT, under the law. 

 

  

10.0 SATISFACTORY PERFORMANCE 

 

10.1 The COUNTY is entering into an AGREEMENT with this CONSULTANT 

because the CONSULTANT professes to the COUNTY that it will employ the 

standard of care within its profession in the performance of the services herein 

contracted.  Accordingly, the CONSULTANT’S and sub-consultant(s) standard of 

performance under the terms of this AGREEMENT shall be that which is to the 

satisfaction of the COUNTY, in accordance with the quality and standards 

commonly provided by similar recognized professional engineering firms in 

performing services of a similar nature, in existence at the time of the services and 

practicing in the COUNTY and the State of Illinois. 
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10.2 In the event there are no similar professional firms practicing in DuPage County, 

Illinois, with respect to the type of work for which this CONSULTANT has been 

engaged, the CONSULTANT'S services shall be performed in a manner consistent 

with the customary skill and care of its profession. 

 

10.3 If any errors, omissions, or acts, intentional or negligent, are made by the 

CONSULTANT, or its’ sub-consultant(s), in any phase of the work, the correction 

of which requires additional field or office work, the CONSULTANT shall be 

required to perform such additional work as may be necessary to remedy same 

without undue delay and without charge to the COUNTY. In the event any errors 

or omissions are detected after the expiration or termination of the AGREEMENT, 

the CONSULTANT shall, without undue delay after receiving written notice from 

COUNTY, cure same under this provision.  

 

10.4 Acceptance of the work shall not relieve the CONSULTANT of the responsibility 

for the quality of its work, nor its liability for loss or damage resulting from any 

errors, omissions, or negligent or willful acts by the CONSULTANT or its sub-

consultants. 

 

11.0  BREACH OF CONTRACT 

 

11.1 In the event of any breach of this AGREEMENT, the non-breaching party shall 

give notice to the breaching party stating with particularity the nature of the alleged 

breach, and the breaching party shall be allowed a reasonable opportunity to cure 

said breach.  Either party’s failure to timely cure any breach of this AGREEMENT 

shall relieve the other party of the requirement to give thirty (30) days’ notice for 

termination of this AGREEMENT in accordance with Paragraph 16.1, below, and 

in such a case,  ten (10) days’ written notice  to the breaching party is sufficient 

notice. Notwithstanding the above term, the CONSULTANT’S failure to maintain 

insurance in accordance with Section 8.0, above, or in the event of any of the 

contingencies described in Paragraph 16.1 below, shall be grounds for the 

COUNTY’S immediate termination of this AGREEMENT.  Any breach of any 

covenant or term of this AGREEMENT by one or more of the CONSULTANT’S 

sub-consultants shall be deemed a breach by CONSULTANT subject to the terms 

of this AGREEMENT. 

 

12.0 OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS 

 

12.1 The CONSULTANT agrees that any and all deliverables prepared for the 

COUNTY under the terms of this AGREEMENT shall be properly arranged, 

indexed and delivered to the COUNTY as provided in paragraph 6.1.  An electronic 

copy of all applicable deliverables, in a format designated by the COUNTY’S 

representative, shall be provided to the COUNTY. 
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12.2 The documents and materials made or prepared under this AGREEMENT shall be 

and will remain the property of the COUNTY which shall have the right to use 

same without restriction or limitation and without compensation to the 

CONSULTANT other than as provided in this AGREEMENT.  The 

CONSULTANT waives any copyright interest in said deliverables. 

 

12.3 The COUNTY acknowledges that the use of information that becomes the property 

of the COUNTY pursuant to Paragraph 12.2, for purposes other than those 

contemplated in this AGREEMENT, shall be at the COUNTY'S sole risk. 

 

12.4 The CONSULTANT may, at its sole expense, reproduce and maintain copies of 

deliverables provided to the COUNTY. 

 

12.5  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, CONSULTANT shall retain its rights in 

its standard: drawing details, designs, specifications, databases, computer software 

and any other proprietary property.  Rights to prior existing intellectual property 

developed, utilized, or modified in the performance of the services shall remain the 

property of the CONSULTANT. 

 

 

13.0 COMPLIANCE WITH THE LAW AND OTHER AUTHORITIES 

 

13.1 The CONSULTANT, and sub-consultant(s), shall comply with Federal, State and 

Local statutes, ordinances and regulations and obtain permits, licenses, or other 

mandated approvals, whenever applicable. 

 

13.2 The CONSULTANT, and sub-consultant(s), shall not discriminate against any 

worker, job applicant, employee or any member of the public, because of race, 

creed, color, sex, age, handicap, or national origin, or otherwise commit an unfair 

employment practice.  The CONSULTANT, and sub-consultant(s), shall comply 

with the provisions of the Illinois Human Rights Act, as amended, 775 ILCS 5/-

101, et seq., and with all rules and regulations established by the Department of 

Human Rights. 

 

13.3 The CONSULTANT, by its signature on this AGREEMENT, certifies that it has 

not been barred from being awarded a contract or subcontract under the Illinois 

Procurement Code, 30 ILCS 500/1-1, et seq.; and further certifies that it has not 

been barred from contracting with a unit of State or local government as a result of 

a violation of Section 33E-3 or 33E-4 of the Illinois Criminal Code (Illinois 

Compiled Statutes, Chapter 720, paragraph 5/33E-3). 

 

13.4 The CONSULTANT, by its signature on this AGREEMENT, certifies that no 

payment, gratuity or offer of employment, except as permitted by the Illinois State 

Gift Ban Act and the County of DuPage Ethics Ordinance, was made by or to the 
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CONSULTANT, or CONSULTANT’S personnel, in relation to this 

AGREEMENT.  The CONSULTANT has also executed the attached Ethics 

Disclosure Statement that is made a part hereof and agrees to update contribution 

information on an ongoing basis during the life of the AGREEMENT as required 

by said Ordinance.  

 

13.5 The CONSULTANT covenants that it has no conflicting public or private interest 

and shall not acquire directly or indirectly any such interest which would conflict 

in any manner with the performance of the CONSULTANT'S services under this 

AGREEMENT. 

 

13.6 In accordance with the Vendor Information Reporting Act (35 ILCS 200/18-

50.2), the COUNTY is required to collect and electronically publish data from all 

consultants and subconsultants as to: (1) whether they are a minority-owned, 

women-owned or veteran-owned business as defined by the Business Enterprise for 

Minorities, Women and Persons with Disabilities Act (30 ILCS 575/.01 et seq.); 

and (2) whether the consultant or any subconsultants are self-certifying or whether 

they hold certifications for those above-referenced categories. If self-certifying, the 

consultants and subconsultants shall disclose whether they qualify as a small 

business under federal Small Business Administration standards. In compliance 

with the Vendor Information Reporting Act, within 60 calendar days of the 

COUNTY’S award of the contract for work covered under this 

AGREEMENT, the awarded consultant, and each subconsultant, must 

complete the Awarded Vendor Questionnaire (found at 

https://mwv.dupageco.org/). 

 

13.7 The CONSULTANT acknowledges knowledge of the COUNTY’S Procurement 

Ordinance, which is hereby incorporated in this AGREEMENT, and has had an 

opportunity to review it.  The CONSULTANT agrees to submit changes for Scope 

of Work or compensation in accordance with said Ordinance.   

 

   

14.0 MODIFICATION OR AMENDMENT 

 

14.1 The parties may modify or amend terms of this AGREEMENT only by a written 

document duly approved and executed by both parties. 

 

14.2 The CONSULTANT agrees to submit changes for Scope of Work or compensation 

on a COUNTY designated form. 
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15.0 TERM OF THIS AGREEMENT 

 

15.1 The term of this AGREEMENT shall begin on the date the AGREEMENT is fully 

executed, and shall continue in full force and effect until the earlier of the following 

occurs: 

 

 (a) The termination of this AGREEMENT in accordance with the terms of 

Section 16.0, or 

 

 (b) The expiration of this AGREEMENT on November 30, 2027, or to a new 

date agreed upon by the parties, or  

 

 (c) The completion by the CONSULTANT and the COUNTY of their 

respective obligations under this AGREEMENT, in the event such 

completion occurs before November 30, 2027. 

 

15.2 The CONSULTANT shall not perform any work under this AGREEMENT after 

the expiration date set forth in Paragraph 15.1(b), above or after the early 

termination of this AGREEMENT. The COUNTY is not liable and will not 

reimburse the CONSULTANT for any work performed after the expiration or 

termination date of the AGREEMENT.  However, nothing herein shall be construed 

so as to relieve the COUNTY of its obligation to pay the CONSULTANT for work 

satisfactorily performed prior to expiration or termination of the AGREEMENT 

and delivered in accordance with Paragraph 6.1, above. 

 

15.3 The term for performing this AGREEMENT may be amended by a Change Order, 

or other COUNTY designated form, signed by both parties without formal 

amendment pursuant to paragraph 14.1 above. 

 

16.0 TERMINATION  

 

16.1 Except as otherwise set forth in this AGREEMENT, either party shall have the right 

to terminate this AGREEMENT for any cause or without cause thirty (30) days 

after having served written notice upon the other party, except in the event of 

CONSULTANT’S failure to maintain suitable insurance at the requisite coverage 

amounts, insolvency, bankruptcy or receivership, or if the CONSULTANT is 

barred from contracting with any unit of government, or is subsequently convicted 

or charged with a violation of any of the statutes or ordinances identified in Section 

13.0, above, in which case termination shall be effective immediately upon receipt 

of notice from COUNTY at COUNTY’S election. 

 

16.2 Upon such termination, the liabilities of the parties to this AGREEMENT shall 

cease, but they shall not be relieved of the duty to perform their obligations up to 
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the date of termination, or to pay for services rendered prior to termination.  There 

shall be no termination expenses. 

 

16.3 Upon termination of the AGREEMENT, all data, work products, reports and 

documents produced because of this AGREEMENT shall become the property of 

the COUNTY.  Further, the CONSULTANT shall provide all deliverables within 

fourteen (14) days of termination of this AGREEMENT in accordance with the 

other provisions of this AGREEMENT.  

 

 

17.0 ENTIRE AGREEMENT 

 

17.1 This AGREEMENT, including matters incorporated herein, contains the entire 

agreement between the parties. 

 

17.2 There are no other covenants, warranties, representations, promises, conditions or 

understandings; either oral or written, other than those contained herein. 

 

17.3 This AGREEMENT may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which 

shall for all purposes be deemed to be an original and all of which shall constitute 

the same instrument. 

 

17.4 In event of a conflict between the terms or conditions of this AGREEMENT and 

any term or condition found in any exhibit or attachment, the terms and conditions 

of this AGREEMENT shall prevail. 

 

 

18.0 ASSIGNMENT 

 

18.1 Either party may assign this AGREEMENT provided, however, the other party 

shall first approve such assignment, in writing. 

 

 

19.0 SEVERABILITY 

 

19.1 In the event, any provision of this AGREEMENT is held to be unenforceable or 

invalid for any reason, the enforceability thereof shall not affect the remainder of 

the AGREEMENT. The remainder of this AGREEMENT shall be construed as if 

not containing the particular provision and shall continue in full force, effect, and 

enforceability, in accordance with its terms. 

 

19.2 In the event of the contingency described in Paragraph 19.1, above, the parties shall 

make a good faith effort to amend this AGREEMENT pursuant to Paragraph 14.1, 
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above, in order to remedy and, or, replace any provision declared unenforceable or 

invalid. 

 

 

20.0 GOVERNING LAW 

 

20.1 The laws of the State of Illinois shall govern this AGREEMENT as to both 

interpretation and performance.

SCOPE OF SERVICES 

 

The Elmhurst Quarry Food Control facility was constructed by the Stormwater Management Department 

to minimize flood damages to downstream areas. Maintenance work is now necessary in several areas of 

the quarry to re-establish safe access to the quarry, to protect the equipment located within the quarry, and 

to maintain the integrity of the lands adjacent to the quarry property. 

 

Tasks associated with this AGREEEMENT include, but are not limited to, the following: 

 

 

1. Project Management and Coordination - Provide project management, coordination, planning, 

control, and administration activities, including a project kickoff meeting; progress reports and cost 

estimates; meetings with Stormwater Management staff to report on progress and status and to discuss 

solutions to possible project issues, including preparation of meeting minutes for Stormwater Management 

review and approval.

progress on a weekly basis. Compare actual progress to Contractor's approved schedule. 

If the project falls behind schedule, review Contractor’s course of action to get back on 

schedule. 

• Attend construction progress meetings. 

• Maintain orderly files for correspondence, reports of job conferences, shop drawings and 

other submissions, reproductions or original contract documents including all addenda, 

change order and additional drawings issued after the award of the contract. 

• Record the names, addresses and phone numbers of all contractors, subcontractors and 

major material suppliers in the diary. 
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• Keep an inspector's report book, which shall contain field reports for each day Consultant 

is on the job site, including quantity of hours on the job site, weather conditions, list of 

visiting officials, daily activities, job decisions and observations as well as general and 

specific observations and job progress. 

• Except upon written instructions of the County, the Resident Project Representative or 

Inspector shall not authorize any deviation from the Contract Documents. 

• Review and evaluate change orders and work directives. 

• Measure and document completed work and review Contractor’s pay estimates. 

• Develop a punch list and participate in final inspection. 

• Witness construction testing.

This Intergovernmental Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered into by and 
between the Regional Transportation Authority (the “RTA”), a municipal corporation 
created under the laws of the State of Illinois, and the County of DuPage (the “County”), 
a corporate and body politic created under the laws of the State of Illinois (the RTA and the 
County of DuPage are referred to collectively herein as the “Parties”). 

 
Section 1. Nature and Purpose of Agreement 

 
Pursuant to Article VII, §10 of the Illinois Constitution of 1970 and the 

Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, as amended, (5 ILCS 220/1 et seq.), the RTA and the 
County enter into this Agreement. 

The Parties to this Agreement desire to conduct the Demand Response Transportation 

Study for the County  (the “Study”). The goals of the Study are to: 

a. Review regional models of consolidated rideshare or dial-a-ride service to identify 

best practices, lessons learned, and structural options that may be applicable to Du-

Page County. 

b. Engage with current service sponsors and stakeholders—including municipalities, 

townships, and partner agencies—to evaluate their priorities, concerns, and 

perspectives on potential consolidation models. 

c. Identify and assess potential funding and coordination frameworks to support a 

consolidated rideshare system, including local, regional, state, and federal sources, as 

well as cost-sharing agreements. 

d. Evaluate current service parameters (e.g., service area, hours of operation, eligibility, 

trip types) and determine appropriate minimum and maximum standards for a 

countywide service model. 

e. Analyze the administrative and communication responsibilities associated with dial-

a-ride services and identify where these functions are currently located, how much 

they cost, and where they should reside—in a potential consolidated structure. 

f. Coordinate with adjacent counties to evaluate opportunities and constraints related 

to cross-border travel, including scheduling, fares, eligibility, and reciprocal service 

agreements. 
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g. Identify intergovernmental agreements, contracts, or memoranda of understanding 

that would need to be created, updated, or approved to implement a coordinated or 

consolidated service. 

h. Develop and present a set of recommended next steps for DuPage County, including 

short-term improvements, phased implementation strategies, and considerations for 

long-term governance and sustainability. 

In furtherance of these goals, the RTA will contract with a consultant (the 

“Consultant”) to work in collaboration with the County to develop the Study. The 

Consultant will complete a report that summarizes the major findings of the Study and 

outlines roles and responsibilities for future implementation of the Study’s 

recommendations. 

The RTA and the County each have the statutory authority to conduct, sponsor or 

participate in the Study. It is the purpose of this Agreement to set forth the respective 

understandings, covenants, and obligations of the Parties with respect to the Study. 

Section 2. Execution of the Consultant Contract 
 

The RTA shall negotiate and enter into a contract with the Consultant to develop 
the Study. The contract will be in an amount not to exceed $250,000 except as outlined in 
Section 4. 

 
Section 3. Developing the Study 

The Parties have agreed to jointly undertake this Study and will establish a project 
Steering Committee (the “Committee”) to guide the development of the Study. The RTA 
will provide project management for the Study. The Parties and the Committee will make 
available relevant resources (e.g., previous studies, land use studies, zoning code, 
demographic data, transportation studies, service ridership and financial data, etc.) to 
assist the RTA and the Consultant in drafting the Study. The RTA will not be responsible for 
the completeness or accuracy of any information or data provided to the Consultant by 
parties other than the RTA. 

Section 4. Payment Conditions and Procedures 
 

The RTA is responsible for the payment of all necessary, proper and allowable costs to 
the Consultant pursuant to its contract with the Consultant. For expenditures of 
$250,000 or less, the County will reimburse the RTA  the amount of  Forty percent (40%) of 
the actual costs incurred by the Consultant in developing the Study. If, in the course of 
completing the study, the work required by the County causes the costs to the 
Consultant to exceed $250,000, the County agrees to reimburse the RTA 100% of any 
and all costs which exceed the $250,000 incurred by the Consultant in developing the 
Study  The RTA, after payment of the final invoice from the Consultant, will request such 
reimbursement from the County. The County, upon receipt of the request for 
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reimbursement, shall honor such request by making payment to the RTA within 30 days 
of receipt of such request for reimbursement. 
 

Section 5. General Terms and Conditions 

a. Amendment. 

The Parties agree that no change or modification of this Agreement shall be of any 
force or effect unless such amendment is dated, reduced to writing, executed by all 
Parties, and attached to and made a part of this Agreement. 

 
b. Indemnification. 

The County will indemnify, defend and hold harmless the RTA, its officials, 
directors, officers and employees against any and all liabilities, losses, damages, claims, 
injuries, deaths, suits, costs, payments and expenses of every kind and nature, including 
reasonable attorneys’ fees and disbursements, as a result of claims, demands, actions, 
suits, proceedings, judgments or settlements, that result from or arise out of any acts or 
omissions to act by the County, its corporate authorities, employees, agents and assigns 
in the performance of this Agreement. The County will appear and defend all suits 
brought upon all such claims, demands, actions and proceedings and shall pay all costs 
and expenses incidental thereto, but the RTA will have the right, at its sole option and 
expense, to participate in the defense of any suit, without relieving the County of any of 
its obligations hereunder. The indemnification obligation contained in this paragraph will 
survive termination or expiration of this Agreement for four years. 

 
The RTA will indemnify, defend and hold harmless the County, its officials, directors, 

officers, agents and employees against any and all liabilities, losses, damages, claims, 
injuries, deaths, suits, costs, payments and expenses of every kind and nature, including 
reasonable attorneys’ fees and disbursements, as a result of claims, demands, actions, suits, 
proceedings, judgments or settlements, that result from or arise out of any acts or 
omissions to act by the RTA, its corporate authorities, employees, agents and assigns in the 
performance of this Agreement. The RTA will appear and defend all suits brought upon all 
such claims, demands, actions and proceedings and shall pay all costs and expenses 
incidental thereto.  The indemnification obligation contained in this paragraph will survive 
termination or expiration of this Agreement for four years. 

 
Nothing contained herein shall be construed as prohibiting the County, its officials, 

directors, officers, agents and employees, from defending through the selection and use of 
their own agents, attorneys and experts, any claims, suits, demands, proceedings and 
actions brought against them. Pursuant to Illinois law, the attorney representing the 
County, under this paragraph or any paragraph in this Agreement, must be the State’s 
Attorney. The County’s participation in its defense shall not remove the RTA’s duty to 
indemnify, defend, and hold the County harmless, as set forth above. 
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The COUNTY and RTA do not waive, by these indemnity requirements, any defenses 

or protections under the Local Government and Governmental Employees Tort Immunity 
Act (745 ILCS 10/1 et seq.) or otherwise available to it, or the RTA, under the law. 

 
c. Confidentiality. 

Any documents, data, records or other information given to or prepared by the 
Parties pursuant to this Agreement shall be maintained in a confidential manner and shall 
not be made available to any individual or organization (other than the RTA, the County, 
the Consultant, or the members of the Committee, as is appropriate and necessary) 
without prior written approval by the RTA, except to the extent required by law, including, 
without limitation, the Freedom of Information Act (5 ILCS 140/1, et seq.). 

d. Documents Forming this Agreement. 
 

The Parties agree that this constitutes the entire Agreement between the Parties 
hereto, that there are no agreements or understandings, implied or expressed, except as 
specifically set forth in this Agreement. 

 
e. Warranties and Representations. 

In connection with the execution of this Agreement, the County and the RTA each 
warrant and represent that it is legally authorized to execute and perform or cause to be 
performed this Agreement under the terms and conditions stated herein. 

 

f. Non-liability of Public Officials. 

No official, employee or agent of the RTA or the County will be charged personally 
by the other Party with any liability or expense of defense or be held personally liable 
under any term or provision of this Agreement or because of the County’s or the RTA’s 
execution or attempted execution or because of any breach hereof. 

 
g. Counterparts. 

 
This Agreement may be comprised of several identical counterparts, each of which 

may be fully executed by the Parties hereto and, once executed, will be deemed an 
original having identical legal effect. 

h. Severability. 
 

If any provisions of this Agreement will be held or deemed to be or will in fact be 
inoperative or unenforceable as applied in any particular case in any jurisdiction or in all 
cases because it conflicts with any other provision or provisions hereof or of any 
constitution, statute, ordinance, rule of law or public policy, or for any other reason, such 
circumstances will not have the effect of rendering any other provision or provisions 
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herein contained invalid, inoperative, or unenforceable to any extent whatsoever. The 
invalidity of any one or more phrases, sentences, clauses or sections contained in this 
Agreement will not affect the remaining portions of this Agreement or any part thereof. 

 
i. Interpretation. 

Any headings of this Agreement are for convenience of reference only and do not 
define or limit the provisions thereof. Words of any gender will be deemed and construed 
to include correlative words of the other gender. Words importing the singular number 
will include the plural number and vice versa, unless the context will otherwise indicate. 
All references to any exhibit or document will be deemed to include all supplements 
and/or amendments to any such exhibits or documents entered into, as long as each new 
exhibit is agreed upon by both Parties or their designees.  The County’s designee shall be 
the Director of Transportation and the RTA;s designee shall be the 
___________________________(insert title, not name since employees leave over time) 
in accordance with the terms and conditions thereof. All references to any person or 
entity will be deemed to include any person or entity succeeding to the rights, duties and 
obligations of such persons or entities in accordance with the terms and conditions of this 
Agreement. In the event of an agreed upon assignment by the Parties, any new Party shall 
provide its designated designee to the other Party at the time of the assignment.   

 
j. Cooperation. 

The County and the RTA agree at all times to cooperate fully with one another in 
the implementation of this Agreement. 

k. Assignment. 

 

Neither the RTA nor the County will assign, delegate or otherwise transfer all or 
any part of their rights or obligations under this Agreement, or any part hereof, unless as 
approved in writing by the other Party. The absence of written consent will void the 
attempted assignment, delegation or transfer and will render it of no effect. 

l. Force Majeure. 
 

Neither the RTA nor the County will be obligated to perform any of their 
obligations hereunder if prevented from doing so by reasons outside of their reasonable 
control, including, but not limited to, events of force majeure. 

 
m. Governing Law. 

 
The Parties agree that, notwithstanding conflict of law principles, disputes which 

arise as a result of this Agreement will be heard in the 18th Judicial Circuit Court of DuPage 
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County, Illinois, and that Illinois law will be applied. 

n. Third Parties. 
 

Nothing in this Agreement is intended to create rights in any parties other than 
the RTA and the County. All rights and duties between the RTA and the Consultant shall 
be established solely by the Consultant contract for the Study and not by this Agreement 

o. Notices. 
 

All notices, other communications and approvals required or permitted by this 
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered, sent by certified or registered mail 
(return receipt requested and postage prepaid), addressed as follows:

or such other persons or addresses as either Party may from time to time designate by 
notice to the other. All notices required hereunder shall be in writing and shall be deemed 
properly served if delivered in person or if sent by email or registered or certified mail, 
with postage prepaid and return receipt requested, to the addresses specified. All notices 
required hereunder shall be deemed received on the date of delivery, or attempted 
delivery, if delivered in person, or if mailed, on the date which is two (2) days after the 
date such notice is deposited in the mail. 

 
p. Electronic or Digital Signatures. 

 
The Parties hereby agree that this Agreement may be signed by an electronic or 

digital signature. The Parties further agree that the electronic or digital signatures 
appearing on and affixed to this Agreement are the same as handwritten signatures for 
the purposes of validity, enforceability, and admissibility, and are acknowledged as secure 
electronic signatures pursuant to the Uniform Electronic Transactions Ace (815 ILCS 
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333/1) or any successor law. 

q. Appropriation 
 

If the term of this Agreement extends beyond the current fiscal year of the RTA or 
the County (the current fiscal year being the year in which the first date of the term of this 
Agreement falls), this Agreement is subject to the appropriation of funds by the RTA’s 
Board of Directors and the DuPage County Board for each subsequent year. If either 
Party’s Board fails to make such an appropriation, either Party may terminate this 
Agreement and the agreement with the Consultant with no further funds due and owing 
the Consultant except, pursuant to the Consultant agreement, for compensation for 
services properly performed to the date of termination, to the extent that either or both 
Parties has funds available and appropriated to pay the Consultant such amount. 

 
r. Audit and Documentation Retention. 

Each Party, to the extent applicable, shall maintain for a minimum of three (3) 
years after completion of this Agreement, adequate books, records and supporting 
documents related to the Agreement and any associated expenditures; the Agreement 
shall be available for review and audit by each Party, their internal or external auditors 
and/or the Auditor General of the State of Illinois and the DuPage County State’s 
Attorney; and each Party shall cooperate fully with any audit and provide full access to all 
relevant materials. 

 

Section 6. Term/Termination 
 

a. Term. 

This Agreement will commence as of the date of final execution by both Parties 
and will continue for 24 months. This Agreement may be extended for a maximum of two 
additional years, for a total of 48 months, by agreement of both Parties.   

 
b. Termination. 

This Agreement may be terminated by either the RTA or the County upon ninety 
(90) days written notice sent to the other Party in accordance with Section 5o. of this 
Agreement. Following termination of this Agreement pursuant to this Section 6b., The 
County shall reimburse the RTA in accordance with the terms of Section 4 for any costs 
paid to the consultant, including termination fees. 

 
Section 7. Relationship 

 
The Consultant shall render services as an independent contractor and not as an 

employee for the County or RTA. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be deemed 
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or construed to create any relationship of principal and agent or of limited or general 
partnership or of joint venture. Likewise, this Agreement does not create any such 
relationship between RTA and the County outside of that created by the Regional 
Transportation Authority Act (70 ILCS 3615/1 et seq.).
